For decades, Victoria’s Secret was the final word in U.S. lingerie,
the store that defined sexy for a generation of young women
and constantly assured its customers that perfection was just

one push-up bra away. In Y- YA, though, comments widely seen

as trans-phobic and fat-phobic from chief marketing officer Ed

Razek cast a pall on the brand’s power to influence; Razek soon
stepped down, but questions had already been raised about
who, exactly, was behind the curtain at Victoria’s Secret.

Unfortunately, as the new documentary series Victoria’s Secret:

Angels and Demons explores, Razek’s comments—and the

accusations of misconduct and harassment made against him—

weren’t the only checkered part of the brand’s past: Financier
and sexual predator Jeffrey Epstein also played a role. Find out
why below.

What was Jeffrey Epstein’s association with Victoria’s Secret?

Ina Y-\ New York Times exposé titled “How Jeffrey Epstein
Used the Billionaire Behind Victoria’s Secret for Wealth and
Women,” a team of journalists found that in the Y44 .s Epstein
served as an adviser to Les Wexner, Victoria’s Secret chief
executive.

He is
wanting to cooperate," according to handwritten notes taken
by a federal prosecutor in February Y- 1. "Brunel is afraid of

being prosecuted."

And then Brunel went dark.

Brunel was a central figure in Epstein's orbit who used his
position atop a U.S. modeling agency to recruit foreign girls and
young women, securing work visas and providing the
appearance of real employment. The Frenchman traveled on
Epstein's plane, visited his island and exchanged hundreds of

emails with him.



Joseph Titone, Brunel’s attorney, told The Wall Street Journal
he advised Brunel to cooperate and cut ties with Epstein. “I
recommended and advised him to stop communicating with

Epstein, but he never did,” Titone said.

The last time she had a Meaningful Job, she outsourced it to
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This time last year, just as Monica Lewinsky was becoming a
household name, a joke was making the rounds about how
President Clinton’s relationship with the former White House
intern had cast an entirely new light on his long-running love
affair with the Jewish community.

While Lewinsky’s Jewish background may have been incidental,
it wasn’t the last time Jews and Jewish issues would surface in
the unfolding drama.

Indeed, as Monicagate has morphed from a sex scandal to a
national fixation to a constitutional crisis to an impeachment
trial now nearing its end game, Jews have been there at every
major turn — whether as Clinton’s confidants, steadfast
defenders, repairers of the breach or other bit players.

It all began with Walter Kaye, a prominent Jewish insurance
executive and Democratic donor who recommended Lewinsky



for a White House internship in Y440, Kaye, an old friend of
Lewinsky’s mother, later said he regretted the move.

The week the story broke, in January Y44A, Clinton was playing
host to Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu and
Palestinian Authority leader Yasser Arafat. In a photo
opportunity with Arafat, the Palestinian leader appeared utterly
stupefied as reporters hit Clinton with a barrage of questions
about the nature of his relationship.

Clinton denied the affair, acting on the advice of his political
adviser, Dick Morris, a Jew to whom Clinton has turned for
guidance at some of the most trying moments of his political
career.

Morris, who took his own flogging in the media for a sex
scandal involving a prostitute, advised Clinton to acknowledge
nothing, citing a poll that found the public would forgive him
for adultery, but not perjury or obstruction of justice.

“Well, we just have to win then,” Clinton said, and with that,
went on to deliver his finger-wagging denial of sexual relations
with “that woman.”

About the same time, Lewinsky retained the legal services of a
longtime family friend, William Ginsburg, a medical malpractice
lawyer from Los Angeles who is Jewish.



A media gadfly with a penchant for putting his foot in his
mouth, Ginsburg remarked that neither he nor his client
wanted to see Clinton forced from office because he is “very
positive toward Israel and the Jews, and Monica and | are
Jews.” He also mused that Monica might move to Israel when
all was said and done.

In Los Angeles, meanwhile, reporters descended on Sinai
Temple, a Conservative synagogue where Lewinsky had
attended religious school.

By then, Lewinsky’s Jewishness had become “Topic A” in Jewish
circles.

Some Jews, citing the temporary halt to U.S. pressure on Israel
on peace process related issues, invoked the story of Purim.
They called Lewinsky a modern-day Queen Esther, referring to
the Jewish woman in biblical times who brought herself to the
king to save her people from destruction.

Arab and Palestinian propagandists had a different theory,
suggesting that the whole episode was part of a Zionist plot to
scuttle peace efforts.

The official newspaper of the Palestinian Authority said the
scandal involving Lewinsky, “a Jew of Polish background,” was
created because there was a need for the American Israel
Public Affairs Committee, the pro-Israel lobby, and “Jewish



pressure groups who blackmail American presidents” to send a
clear message to Clinton that he cannot rebuff Israel’s prime
minister — “and so the stained dress was pulled out of the
AIPAC warehouse.”

Following Clinton’s admission to the grand jury of an
inappropriate relationship and his subsequent televised
address, some Democrats in Congress seemed uncertain of how
to respond.

That is, until Sen. Joseph Lieberman (D-Conn.), the only
Orthodox Jew in Congress, denounced Clinton’s behavior in an
eloquent address on the Senate floor.

He stopped short of calling for Clinton’s resignation or
impeachment, but coming from one of Clinton’s closest
supporters, the speech opened the floodgates and left Clinton
reeling from a new wave of outrage.

Lieberman also attracted attention when he attended the
impeachment trial on Shabbat. He walked to the Capitol and
did not write during the proceedings, but the senator said there
have been several occasions during his career when he has had
to work on Shabbat.

Amid calls for Clinton to show more contrition, the president
offered his most extensive confessional before more than \. -



clergy members gathered at the White House in September for
a national prayer breakfast.

Searching for the right words of atonement, Clinton turned to
the Yom Kippur liturgy. He opened up Gates of Repentance, the
Reform movement’s High Holiday prayer book, and read a
passage about the challenges of penitence and changing one’s
ways.

That same day, the U.S. House of Representatives voted
overwhelmingly to make public the Starr report in all its
unseemly glory.

Careful readers of the report noted that among the gifts
Lewinsky gave to Clinton was a book titled “Oy Vey! The Things
They Say! A Book of Jewish Wit.”

Yitzhak Rabin’s name popped up in the report as part of a
timeline — the affair began only weeks after the former prime
minister was assassinated — as did the name of Clinton’s
former liaison to the Jewish community, Jay Footlik.

According to a deposition Footlik gave to the Office of the
Independent Counsel, Lewinsky, while she was an intern, asked
Footlik to take her over to the West Wing of the White House
so she could give Clinton a Christmas present. Several days
letter he brought her over to a staff party, at which time she
gave the president her gift — a tie.



As the House Judiciary Committee launched its impeachment
inquiry in the fall, Rep. Robert Wexler (D-Fla.), another Jew,
emerged as Clinton’s staunchest defender in Congress.

Wexler, together with the black lawmakers and the other five
Jews on the committee — Reps. Barney Frank (D-Mass.),
Howard Berman (D-Ca.), Jerrold Nadler (D-N.Y.), Steven
Rothman (D-N.J.) and then-Rep. Charles Schumer (D-N.Y.) —
played a key role in trying to paint the proceedings as a partisan
witch hunt.

In October, as speculation mounted about whether Clinton
could continue to carry out his duties and command credibility,
he summoned Netanyahu and Arafat to the Wye plantation in
Maryland. During a marathon negotiating session, he staked
everything on forging an agreement to break a stalemate in the
Middle East peace process.

The summit culminated in an interim accord and a White House
signing ceremony that appeared to lay to rest questions about
Clinton’s effectiveness.

In December, just days before he was impeached, Clinton again
turned to Israel, this time traveling to the Jewish state for a
three-day visit. Some were baffled when he didn’t cut the trip
short and fly home to fight for his political survival, instead
choosing to climb Masada and visit Bethlehem.



There have been plenty of other Jewish side notes:

The pastor at Independent Counsel Kenneth Starr’s church, for
example, was born and raised Jewish and now serves on the
national board of the missionary group Jews for Jesus. And
Starr’s wife, Alice, was also born Jewish, but reportedly is very
active in the church.

And remember that “vast right-wing conspiracy” Hillary Clinton
talked about? The New York Times reported this week that
there is indeed a small cabal of lawyers in their mid-Y'-s who
“share a deep antipathy toward the president” and worked to
keep the Paula Jones case alive. It turns out some of them are
Jews.

Now, as the Senate looks to wrap up the impeachment trial,
there’s still no telling what the future has in store, particularly
with V) Jewish senators — a record number — thrown into the
mix. Any one of them could yet step up to play a decisive role.

Jeffrey E. Epstein, the wealthy financier who is accused of sex

trafficking, had an unusual dream: He hoped to seed the human
race with his DNA by impregnating women at his vast New
Mexico ranch.

Mr. Epstein over the years confided to scientists and others
about his scheme, according to four people familiar with his
thinking, although there is no evidence that it ever came to

fruition.

Mr. Epstein’s vision reflected his longstanding fascination with
what has become known as transhumanism: the science of
improving the human population through technologies like

genetic engineering and artificial intelligence. Critics have
likened transhumanism to a modern-day version of eugenics,
the discredited field of improving the human race through
controlled breeding.

Mr. Epstein, who was charged in July with the sexual trafficking
of girls as young as ¢, was a serial illusionist: He lied about the

identities of his clients, his wealth, his financial prowess, his

personal achievements. But he managed to use connections
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and charisma to cultivate valuable relationships with business

and political leaders.

Interviews with more than a dozen of his acquaintances, as well
as public documents, show that he used the same tactics to
insinuate himself into an elite scientific community, thus
allowing him to pursue his interests in eugenics and other
fringe fields like cryonics.

Mr. Epstein attracted a glittering array of prominent scientists.
They included the Nobel Prize-winning physicist Murray Gell-
Mann, who discovered the quark; the theoretical physicist and
best-selling author Stephen Hawking; the paleontologist and
evolutionary biologist Stephen Jay Gould; Oliver Sacks, the
neurologist and best-selling author; George M. Church, a
molecular engineer who has worked to identify genes that
could be altered to create superior humans; and the M.I.T.
theoretical physicist Frank Wilczek, a Nobel laureate.



The lure for some of the scientists was Mr. Epstein’s money. He
dangled financing for their pet projects. Some of the scientists
said that the prospect of financing blinded them to the
seriousness of his sexual transgressions, and even led them to
give credence to some of Mr. Epstein’s half-baked scientific
musings.

Scientists gathered at dinner parties at Mr.
Epstein’s Manhattan mansion, where Dom Pérignon and

expensive wines flowed freely, even though Mr. Epstein did not
drink. He hosted buffet lunches at Harvard’s Program for
Evolutionary Dynamics, which he had helped start with a $1,0
million donation.

Others flew to conferences sponsored by Mr. Epstein in the
United States Virgin Islands and were feted on his private island
there. Once, the scientists — including Mr. Hawking — crowded

on board a submarine that Mr. Epstein had chartered.

The Harvard cognitive psychologist Steven Pinker said he was
invited by colleagues — including Martin Nowak, a Harvard
professor of mathematics and biology, and the theoretical
physicist Lawrence Krauss — to “salons and coffee klatsches” at
which Mr. Epstein would hold court.

While some of Mr. Pinker’s peers hailed Mr. Epstein as brilliant,
Mr. Pinker described him as an “intellectual impostor.”

Another scientist cultivated by Mr. Epstein, Jaron Lanier, a
prolific author who is a founder of virtual reality, said that Mr.
Epstein’s ideas did not amount to science, in that they did not
lend themselves to rigorous proof. Mr. Lanier said Mr. Epstein
had once hypothesized that atoms behaved like investors in a

marketplace.



Mr. Lanier said he had declined any funding from Mr. Epstein
and that he had met with him only once after Mr. Epstein in
Y. - A pleaded guilty to charges of soliciting prostitution from a

minor.

Mr. Epstein was willing to finance research that others viewed
as bizarre. He told one scientist that he was bankrolling efforts
to identify a mysterious particle that might trigger the feeling
that someone is watching you.

At one session at Harvard, Mr. Epstein criticized efforts to
reduce starvation and provide health care to the poor because
doing so increased the risk of overpopulation, said Mr. Pinker,
who was there. Mr. Pinker said he had rebutted the argument,

citing research showing that high rates of infant mortality

simply caused people to have more children. Mr. Epstein
seemed annoyed, and a Harvard colleague later told Mr. Pinker
that he had been “voted off the island” and was no longer
welcome at Mr. Epstein’s gatherings.

Then there was Mr. Epstein’s interest in eugenics.

On multiple occasions starting in the early Y- - -s, Mr. Epstein
told scientists and businessmen about his ambitions to use his
New Mexico ranch as a base where women would be
inseminated with his sperm and would give birth to his babies,
according to two award-winning scientists and an adviser to



large companies and wealthy individuals, all of whom Mr.
Epstein told about it.

It was not a secret. The adviser, for example, said he was told
about the plans not only by Mr. Epstein, at a gathering at his
Manhattan townhouse, but also by at least one prominent
member of the business community. One of the scientists said
Mr. Epstein divulged his idea in Y- -\ at a dinner at the same
townhouse; the other recalled Mr. Epstein discussing it with
him ata Y- - 1 conference that he hosted in St. Thomas in the
Virgin Islands.

The idea struck all three as far-fetched and disturbing. There is
no indication that it would have been against the law.

Mr. Lanier, the virtual-reality creator and author, said he had
the impression that Mr. Epstein was using the dinner parties —
where some guests were attractive women with impressive
academic credentials — to screen candidates to bear Mr.
Epstein’s children.

Mr. Epstein did not hide his interest in tinkering with genes —
and in perpetuating his own DNA.

One adherent of transhumanism said that he and Mr. Epstein
discussed the financier’s interest in cryonics, an unproven
science in which people’s bodies are frozen to be brought back
to life in the future. Mr. Epstein told this person that he wanted
his head and penis to be frozen.

Southern Trust Company, Mr. Epstein’s Virgin Island-
incorporated business, disclosed in a local filing that it was
engaged in DNA analysis. Calls to Southern Trust, which
sponsored a science and math fair for school children in the
Virgin Islands in Y- \¢, were not returned.
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In Y- V), a charity established by Mr. Epstein gave SY-,- - - to
the World Transhumanist Association, which now operates
under the name Humanity Plus. The group’s website says that

its goal is “to deeply influence a new generation of thinkers
who dare to envision humanity’s next steps.”

Mr. Epstein’s foundation, which is now defunct, also gave
Humanity Plus, according to Mr. Goertzel’s résumeé.

“I have no desire to talk about Epstein right now,” Mr. Goertzel
said in an email to The New York Times. “The stuff I’'m reading
about him in the papers is pretty disturbing and goes way
beyond what | thought his misdoings and kinks were. Yecch.”

Alan M. Dershowitz, a professor emeritus of law at Harvard,
recalled that at a lunch Mr. Epstein hosted in Cambridge, Mass.,
he steered the conversation toward the question of how
humans could be improved genetically. Mr. Dershowitz said he
was appalled, given the Nazis’ use of eugenics to justify their
genocidal effort to purify the Aryan race.

Yet the lunches persisted.

“Everyone speculated about whether these scientists were
more interested in his views or more interested in his money,”
said Mr. Dershowitz, who was one of Mr. Epstein’s defense
lawyers in the Y- - A case.

Luminaries at Mr. Epstein’s St. Thomas conference in Y. - 1
included Mr. Hawking and the Caltech theoretical physicist Kip
S. Thorne. One participant at that conference, which was
ostensibly on the subject of gravity, recalled that Mr. Epstein
wanted to talk about perfecting the human genome. Mr.
Epstein said he was fascinated with how certain traits were
passed on, and how that could result in superior humans.



Mr. Epstein appears to have gained entree into the scientific
community through John Brockman, a literary agent whose
best-selling science writers include Richard Dawkins, Daniel

Goleman and Jared Diamond. Mr. Brockman did not respond to
requests for comment.

For two decades, Mr. Brockman presided over a series of salons
that matched his scientist-authors with potential benefactors.
(The so-called “billionaires’ dinners” apparently became a
model for the gatherings at Mr. Epstein’s East V\st Street
townhouse, which included some of the same guests.)

In Y. -¢&, Mr. Brockman hosted a dinner at the Indian Summer
restaurant in Monterey, Calif., where Mr. Epstein was
introduced to scientists, including Seth Lloyd, the M.I.T.
physicist. Mr. Lloyd said that he found Mr. Epstein to be
“charming” and to have “interesting ideas,” although they
“turned out to be quite vague.”

the website of Mr. Brockman’s Edge Foundation, were the
Google founders Sergey Brin and Larry Page and Jeff Bezos,
who was accompanied by his mother.

“All the good-looking women were sitting with the physicists’
table,” Daniel Dubno, who was a CBS producer at the time and
attended the dinner, was quoted as saying. Mr. Dubno told The
Times that he did not recall the dinner or having said those
words.

Mr. Brockman was Mr. Gell-Mann’s agent, and Mr. Gell-Mann,
in the acknowledgments section of his Y490 book “The Quark
and the Jaguar,” thanked Mr. Epstein for his financial support.

However impressive his roster of scientific contacts, Mr. Epstein
could not resist embellishing it. He claimed on one of his

websites to have had “the privilege of sponsoring many
prominent scientists,” including Mr. Pinker, Mr. Thorne and the
M.I.T. mathematician and geneticist Eric S. Lander.

Mr. Pinker said he had never taken any financial or other
support from Mr. Epstein. “Needless to say, | find Epstein’s
behavior reprehensible,” he said.

Mr. Thorne, who recently won a Nobel Prize, said he attended
Mr. Epstein’s Y- - 1 conference, believing it to be co-sponsored
by a reputable research center. Other than that, “I have had no
contact with, relationship with, affiliation with or funding from
Epstein,” he said. “I unequivocally condemn his abhorrent
actions involving minors.”

Lee McGuire, a spokesman for Mr. Lander, said he has had no
relationship with Mr. Epstein. “Mr. Epstein appears to have
made up lots of things,” Mr. McGuire said, “and this seems to
be among them.”

Elon Musk had more extensive —and more friendly —

communications with the financier and sex offender Jeffrey
Epstein than previously publicly known, according
to documents released on Friday by the Department of Justice.

Emails in the files appear to show the two cordially messaging
each other on two separate occasions to make plans for Musk
to visit Epstein’s island.

Musk then sends several emails relaying his schedule, and the
two settle on Y January as a date for the visit. The email
exchange ends with Epstein telling Musk that he would need to
remain in New York and sending his regrets that they could not
meet.

“Bad news- Unfortunately , my schedule will keep me in New
York . | was really looking forward to finally spending some time
together with just fun as the agenda. so i am very disappointed.

Hopefully we can schedule another time in the near future,”
Epstein wrote.

In November Y. \Y, Epstein sent Musk an email asking “how
many people will you be for the heli to island”.

“Probably just Talulah and me. What day/night will be the
wildest party on your island?” Musk replied, in an apparent
reference to his former wife Talulah Riley.



Musk followed up with an email on Yo December in response to
another Epstein message that encouraged him to visit and
offered use of his helicopter.

“Do you have any parties planned? I've been working to the
edge of sanity this year and so, once my kids head home after
Christmas, | really want to hit the party scene in St Barts or
elsewhere and let loose. The invitation is much appreciated,
but a peaceful island experience is the opposite of what I’'m
looking for,” Musk wrote.

A separate email in the documents shows Epstein’s longtime
assistant Lesley Groff appearing to make plans for Epstein to
have lunch at SpaceX in Y- \Y, stating: “Elon Musk appreciates
the invitation to the Ranch but has commitments... Lunch on
Monday Feb.Yoth at Ypm at Space X is confirmed”. It is unclear
whether the lunch took place or whether Musk was in
attendance. Yet another series of exchanges from March Y- Y
features Epstein and Musk emailing back and forth after
Epstein sends him congratulations a day after a SpaceX rocket
launch.

A representative for Musk and his artificial intelligence
company, xAl, did not immediately return a request for
comment.

The newly released emails between Musk and Epstein, who
was found dead in his prison cell in Y- Y4 and for years has been

the subject of speculation over his connections to some of the
world’s most powerful people, are part of a tranche of Y million
documents that the justice department made public on Friday.

The ties between disgraced US financier Jeffrey Epstein and
Israel are becoming clearer after the release of millions of
documents related to the convicted sex offender by the United
States Department of Justice, following a years-long campaign.



The documents have revealed more details of Epstein’s
interactions with members of the global elite, including former
Israeli Prime Minister Ehud Barak. But they also document his
funding of Israeli groups, including Friends of the Israeli
Defence Forces, and the settler organisation the Jewish
National Fund, as well as his ties to members of Israel’s
overseas intelligence services.

Was Epstein a spy for Israel?

While the documents provide more evidence for those who
believe that Epstein was an Israeli intelligence asset, it is still
not something we can say for certain.

An FBI memo produced by the bureau’s Los Angeles field office
reported that one of its sources had come to Y- Y-in October

believe Epstein “was a co-opted Mossad agent”.

According to the document, the disgraced financier was
described as having been “trained as a spy” for Israel’s
intelligence service.



The source also claimed Epstein maintained links to US and
allied intelligence circles through his longtime lawyer Alan
Dershowitz, the Harvard University law professor whose
network, it said, included “many students from wealthy
families”. Among those cited were Jared Kushner, US President
Donald Trump’s son-in-law and envoy, and his brother, Josh
Kushner, both described in the memo as former students.

Epstein’s email correspondence also shows him to have had
extensive contact with senior Ehud Barak aide and Israeli
military intelligence Yoni Koren, who made regular stays at
Epstein’s New York residence and whose cancer treatment in

Would Epstein have been of interest to intelligence agencies?

As an international financier with strong ties to global elites, as
well as potentially compromising information on them, Epstein
is the kind of person intelligence agencies would turn to.

“It is unlikely that Epstein was not approached by the Mossad,”
said Ahron Bregman, a lecturer at King’s College London, whose
relationship with the alleged Egyptian Mossad agent Ashraf
Marwan formed the basis of the book and film The Spy Who
Fell to Earth.



“It is like with Ashraf Marwan: even though he was not needed
to report on Egypt anymore because there was peace between
the two countries, the Mossad renewed contact with him to
use him to open doors,” Bregman said.

Dershowitz — himself a controversial figure who is avowedly
pro-Israel — has denied the claims, saying of Epstein that “No
intelligence agency would really trust him”. Dershowitz added
that if Epstein had been an intelligence operative, he would
have informed his lawyer — referring to himself.

September Y- - V: The U.S. attorney’s office for the Southern
District of Florida, which had been conducting a sex-trafficking
investigation into Mr. Epstein, negotiated an agreement not to

prosecute him and some of his associates. The deal’s details

were kept confidential. It required Mr. Epstein to plead guilty to
the state indictment and to an additional state offense —
procurement of a minor to engage in prostitution — that would
force him to register as a sex offender.

June Y. - A: Mr. Epstein pleaded guilty to the two charges and
began serving what was to be an YA-month sentence in county
jail.

July Y. -Q: Mr. Epstein was released from jail after \Y months.

Over the next \ - years, he continued to travel widely and
associate with prominent people.
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November Y- YA: The Miami Herald published articles bringing

renewed attention to the unusual agreement Mr. Epstein had

made with the federal prosecutors a decade earlier.

July Y- Y4: Mr. Epstein was arrested at Teterboro Airport in

New Jersey. Federal prosecutors accused him of abusing dozens

of girls at his homes in New York and Florida and charged him

with sex trafficking and other crimes.

August Y- Y4: Mr. Epstein, 11, was found dead in his jail cell in

Manhattan. His death was ruled a suicide.

June Y.Y.: Mr. Epstein’s longtime companion, Ghislaine
Maxwell, was indicted in Federal District Court in Manhattan on

charges of sex trafficking of minors and other offenses. After a

lengthy trial, she was convicted of sex trafficking and other

crimes and sentenced to Y- years in prison.

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“I Had No Problem Being Politically Different”: Young William
Barr Among the Manhattan Liberals

Washington keeps asking why the law-and-order attorney
general is carrying water for a morally untethered president.
The answer may lie in the youthful lessons Barr learned from
his father, a combative, provocative New Yorker—not unlike

Donald Trump.

Does a father-son dynamic help explain the strange tenure of
Attorney General William Barr?

Let’s address that issue in a moment. But first, a more
immediate question—one that Washington has been asking for



the good part of a year: What has gotten into mainstream
Republican, tber-decent Bill Barr?

Many who have known and respected him for decades were
baffled when he signed on to head the Justice Department.
“What was he thinking?” one former colleague remarked.
“Everyone knew what Donald Trump was. Barr didn’t need the
job.” The president, in fact, had already tried to hire Barr as one
of his personal lawyers, but Barr demurred, declaring publicly,
“I didn’t want to stick my head in that meat grinder.”

And yet, ever since Barr was sworn in last February, some
observers have been increasingly bewildered as they’ve tried to
understand Barr’s relationship with Donald Trump. The stature
and experience that Barr had gained while working for two
other presidents—Ronald Reagan and George H.W. Bush—as
well as his long history in private law practice and public
service, should have shielded him from many critics. Indeed,
Barr seems to be the one senior Trump official toward whom
the president does not project a public attitude of superiority.
But there he was, in May, on a New Yorker cover, shining the
president’s shoes, alongside Senate Majority Leader Mitch



McConnell and Senator Lindsey Graham, as if he was a willing
new recruit to Trump’s team of Big Lie sycophants.

Barr’s detractors and even those who have admired him have
been alarmed by his tenacious defense of Trump’s views on
executive power and wondered about the legal rationale
behind a range of policies and pronouncements. Barr
essentially dismissed the findings of the two-year-long Mueller
investigation. Barr has supported measures that could lead to
the indefinite detention of asylum seekers. He has apparently
approved administration officials’ refusal to comply with
congressional subpoenas. And lately, according to the
Washington Post, Barr has been meeting with espionage
officials from foreign governments, “seeking their help in a
Justice Department inquiry that President Trump hopes will
discredit U.S. intelligence agencies’ examination” of Russian
presidential contest—a sign that v- \finterference in the

Trump and Barr may be using “executive branch powers to
augment investigations aimed primarily at the president’s
adversaries.”

Amid this convulsion, Barr made headlines in September when
it turned out that his Justice Department had downgraded a
whistle-blower’s report, initially keeping it out of the loop that
would have allowed Congress to review it. The complaint



accused the president of potentially impeachable offenses,
including a possible threat to withhold military aid to Ukraine
unless the country’s leader began an investigation that might
dig up dirt on Trump’s political opponent, Joe Biden. The
whistle-blower’s account, which was deemed “urgent” and
“credible” by the intelligence community’s Trump-appointed
inspector general, alleged that the president had urged his
Ukrainian counterpart to coordinate an internal Biden probe
with Trump’s personal attorney, Rudy Giuliani, and Attorney
General William Barr.

Barr, for his part, has claimed ignorance about Trump’s
overture to Ukraine. (In May, Barr declared under oath that the
president has never asked him to investigate anybody.) But
despite being prominently named in the complaint, Barr chose
not to recuse himself from overseeing the matter. This
unprecedented series of events triggered an official
impeachment inquiry against the president, only the fourth
such probe in U.S. history.

In announcing the inquiry, Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi
stated, “The president must be held accountable. No one is
above the law.” She also made a point of singling out a brazen
William Barr. During a series of interviews, she maintained that
he had “gone rogue,” engaging in nothing short of a “cover-up



of the cover-up.” Meanwhile, a New York Times editorial
characterized the administration’s stance as “deny, deflect and
delay” —a playbook that Trump learned from his mentor, the
sinister New York fixer and architect of paranoid politics, Roy
Cohn. (Barr has bristled when his career has been compared
with Cohn’s. And he was reportedly angered upon learning that
Trump had dropped his name with Ukraine’s president—and
concerned about Giuliani’s fixer-like forays as part of the
Ukraine Affair. Once known for his restraint, Barr surely would
have been appalled that the man he now serves was also
accusing the chairman of the House intelligence committee,
Adam Schiff, of “treason,” using smear tactics reminiscent of
Cohn at his most unhinged.)

Who, then, is the real William Barr? | wanted to investigate that
question through the prism of his growing up as a young
conservative in the intellectually demanding and socially

cosseted world of New York private schools—ironically, the
same schools that educated Cohn. | wanted to understand how

William Barr’s origin story is, in fact, a parable of how family,
education, protest, and principle served to shape the era—and
shape a young man who would become America’s chief law
enforcement officer. At the same time, it is also a narrative
about how a charismatic, domineering, and doctrinaire figure
named Donald might have helped define the contours of his
son’s formative years.

In the second semester,
they began a line-by-line analysis of the Constitution, using
Your Rugged Constitution as a primer. The book’s deep dive
into the meaning of the document, Barr would later insist, had
a profound effect on him.

In future histories of the Trump era, Beck will perhaps become
a footnote, the accidental witness who first perceived how
fiercely Barr believed in the sweeping powers invested in the
commander in chief. “l was left wing; Billy was right wing,” Beck
recalled. “Our debates would draw clusters of listeners during
lunch.” The two teenagers argued at length about the spread of
communism, then known as the domino theory. “It was the
height of the Vietnam War,” Beck remembered. “Billy would
say,

‘If Vietham would fall, Indonesia would fall. Hawaii would fall.’
He did not lack for patriotism, and neither did I. | would argue
that when we were out there supporting dictators, we were



also supporting the heroin smugglers and the totalitarians that
had divided America. He would say things like, ‘If you guys get
your way, we will be living under the Communist flag in no time
flat.” We sparred constantly. But we respected each other.”

Turn the lens one way and they were boys in a time machine of
entitlement on a campus of rolling lawns and tennis courts.
Turn it another, and they were absorbing the highest ideals of
an enlightened education. Barr was the William F. Buckley Jr. of
, a droll outlier who lived in a rambling Va¢vthe class of

Riverside Drive apartment with a framed “Goldwater for
President” poster in the foyer. Beck, in contrast, was the first
Horace Mann student to wear a peace-sign button, and when a
teacher forced him to remove it, Beck argued that his right to
free speech had been violated.

At the time, his parents, Julian Beck and the actor and director
Judith Malina, ran the experimental Living Theatre. They fled to
Paris after authorities charged them with tax evasion in an
attempt to shut down their provocative off-Broadway
performance space. Barr’s father, Donald, meanwhile, had
been part of a circle of Columbia University conservatives and
libertarians. The elder Barr, a moderate Republican, became



steadily more conservative as the country was polarized by civil
upheaval and the tide of youth-movement activists, who began
to look upon authority figures with contempt and suspicion.
Donald Barr had recently been appointed headmaster of the
progressive Dalton School and was already at odds with a few
students and parents, who considered him a reactionary who
ruled the corridors and classrooms like his own personal

Beck and his classmates never doubted Barr’s decency. “He
never cheated on an exam,” Beck insisted. “He never belittled
homosexuals. He never smoked pot behind the gym.” When
Beck got into trouble for wearing that peace button to class,
Barr brought him a gift—a button with a jet bomber depicted

William
Barr was the privileged son of an intellectual. In first grade, he
made a speech in class supporting Republican Dwight D.
Eisenhower for president. At age eight, Barr told his parents
that he wanted to learn to play the bagpipes. His father not
only encouraged him but located a former Scottish pipes major
in the British army and for years personally escorted his son up
th Street for Tuesday-night classes. At one point, the Y#Ato

young Barr even declared to his Horace Mann adviser that
when he grew up, he wanted to become head of the CIA.

Horace Mann was another environment entirely: completely
secular, with a large Jewish contingent. A few who knew the
Barr boys came to call them “the bully Barrs”; the siblings,
these former classmates claimed, could be intimidating. The
fact that his father was born Jewish was not a factor in Bill
Barr’s upbringing. While he knew he had Jewish relatives, he



never discussed the specifics with his father. “He had become
more Catholic than the Catholics,” he said to those who asked.

The school was an enclave of conservative privilege that had
educated New York Times columnist Anthony Lewis, historian
Robert A. Caro, and Si Newhouse Jr., the late owner of Condé

Roy Cohns in the world,” Briggs frequently said. “Roy was my

best student of all time.”

When student protests shuttered college
buildings, he used the word anarchic to describe the face-off,
furious that the demonstrators—with whom he tangled at the
time—were interfering with his ability to enter the library for
his classwork in Chinese studies.

Soon after graduation, Barr joined the CIA as a China analyst
while attending George Washington law at night and married
Christine Moynihan, a librarian. They would raise three
daughters, all of whom would become attorneys. (A devoted
family man, Barr would take a leave from work when his
youngest daughter, Meg, had a recurrence of lymphoma,
staying with her for months as she was isolated after a stem-
cell transplant. “Meg’s illness changed our family,” he told
journalist Judith Miller, “and it changed me.”)

mystified that Barr has appeared to bend, time and again, not
to some clear-cut legal principle but to the will of Donald
Trump. “l think it is an American tragedy,” Beck said.

New York, | worked as an assistant in the story department of
Paramount. My boss, an ardent feminist, was a Dalton mother
and sympathetic to an effort by parents to force Barr out of his
, New York magazine had run a story, “The Parents’ YaY\job. In

Revolt at Dalton,” and it opened with an account of a Dalton
PTA meeting at which an insurance executive gets punched. An
accompanying cartoon showed Barr using a large contraption
to eject unruly students. At issue was his high-handed tactics
and the school’s power struggles—against the backdrop of an
America imploding over the Vietnam War, the civil rights



movement, and the policies of Richard Nixon. Anyone caught
smoking pot, even off campus, was ousted. “He was one of the
people standing in the way of a cultural tidal wave he did not
understand,” recalled a Dalton student from that era, Marc
Edelman, now a professor of anthropology at Hunter College.

The uproar was my first exposure to the hysteria that can
overcome private-school parents. It represented a new
language for me, having come from a public high school in San
Antonio where the rules were more or less the same as those
Barr was trying to impose. The language of the cave dwellers
intrigued me—the Horace Mann versus Dalton differences—
and seemed as remote as the caste brandings of the Brahmans
of Varanasi. The ability to say “I am a Dalton parent” had a

s, implying that you were part of a VaY-special cachet in the

strata of “infinite varieties,” as New York phrased it, a member
of the media elite and “Our Crowd” Jewish society, with a few
Social Register WASPs, downtown lefties, and Columbia
intellectuals thrown into the mix. These parents were
determined to have a major say in how their children’s school
was run.

By accident, | had stumbled upon a rarefied war that had pitted
a headstrong headmaster against the parents and students of
Dalton, who were attempting to react to the cultural revolution



that had upended the country. Barr’s dress codes, popinjay
snobberies, and Eisenhower-era dictates had the place up in
arms. “Blue jeans are for the working class,” he told a group of
students who wanted to wear them with their blazers. “We are
elites. And we do not train anyone here to be working class.”

At first, Barr had seemed an enlightened choice. The son of an
economist and psychologist, he had attended New York’s
s and, in the style of the \ay.progressive Lincoln School in the

era, was a Marxist, then a fierce anti-Communist after World
War Il. Lincoln was a Valhalla of intellect where John D.
Rockefeller Jr. sent his own children to learn with the new John
Dewey principles, which were geared toward each child’s own
strengths. During the war, Barr joined the OSS—forerunner to
the CIA—and later taught English at Columbia, was an associate
dean in the engineering school, and ran a weekend program for
gifted high school science students.

Barr, never shy about his accomplishments, would boast that
books, principally for The Y&-he had published reviews of “

New York Times Book Review.” When asked about his religion,
he said he was “an atheist” and insisted that he be addressed
as Dr. Barr, although, according to the Times, he had never
completed his Ph.D. His wife, Mary, an observant Catholic, had
a degree from Yale, taught at Columbia, and was an editor at
Redbook.

Barr was an innovator. “He believed that the best teachers did
not come out of teachers colleges and thought that the
Columbia education building should be blown up,” Semel
recalled. Another former student noted: “I mentioned to him
once that | wanted to learn Japanese. The next week, there was
\fa Japanese tutor.” The school, at one time, offered

languages. And despite being a disciplinarian, he generally
welcomed a variety of perspectives. “My father was pretty
strong on [encouraging] opposing viewpoints,” William Barr
would later confide to a coworker, “as long as they were
peacefully expressed and not impinging on others.”

Donald Barr was a guest on the popular David Susskind Show
s, #-and was profiled in the New York Times Magazine. In the’



while New York private schools still had implicit Jewish quotas,
Dalton, largely Jewish, was decidedly inclusive. “There were
students of color and students with disabilities,” Semel said. In
the press, Barr crowed that Dalton students had “pizzazz.”

In short order, the headmaster managed to double Dalton’s
enrollment and, according to the Times, made it among the
most desirable schools in the city, rebranding an institution
that, despite its stellar history, had been fading in allure. For his
teaching staff, Barr brought in photographers, White Russian
aristocrats, anti-Castro Cuban grandees, and a group of gifted
college dropouts, including one Jeffrey Epstein. A charismatic
teacher who had skipped several years in high school, Epstein
often walked through school wearing a long fur coat.

One former Dalton School student who knew Epstein
s—when Y-remembered, “It was a time in New York—the’

everyone was sleeping with everyone. Several of the teachers
were openly carrying on with students and they would go to
parties together. Jeffrey Epstein was the least of it.” (Epstein,
the financier, was later convicted of sex crimes. When he
hanged himself in a federal prison this past August while
awaiting new sex-trafficking charges, it was William Barr,



overseer of the federal prison system, who immediately called
for an investigation. Barr recently claimed he hadn’t made the
Dalton-Epstein connection until he read about it in the press.)

Donald Barr, it turned out, was no Mr. Chips. He was a remote
presence, according to alumni. Early on, his time was taken up
recruiting boys for the upper school. “I was considering going
off to boarding school,” recalled Steven Slon, Jonathan Slon’s
brother, now the editorial director of the Saturday Evening
Post. “l went up to visit Andover. Meanwhile, my parents went
to meet with Donald Barr. He said, ‘Don’t send Steve there.
There are a lot of homosexuals who prey on boys there.” My
parents laughed it off.” Nonetheless, Slon stayed at Dalton, and
during his freshman year Barr called an assembly to decry an
episode in which two boys had been found having sex. “I
remember how outraged he was and said to all of us, ‘This
disgusting horrible thing has happened. Unnatural acts were
performed.””

When college admissions time rolled around, however, Barr
was an ardent defender of his students, frequently traveling to
campuses to meet admissions counselors on behalf of Dalton’s

top prospects. Part of the draw of Dalton was the implicit



promise that the school’s most accomplished graduates would
likely move on to an lvy League education. “Donald Barr was
self-conscious about class differences,” Semel contended. “He
often talked about ‘the Columbia mafia’—the world he had
come out of —and the rich Upper East Side families. There was
a battle going on between the old-money German Jewish
values of Dalton and the new money that had come in.”

The clash of cultures was inevitable. A libertarian turned
conservative Republican, Barr wore an American flag pin on his
lapel and cared deeply about credentials. In his writings and
conversations, he could sound ponderous. He would cite the
First Vatican Council, parse the subtleties of dialectical
materialism, or quote the Victorian novelist and critic G.K.
Chesterton on the relevance of understanding history. And he
never made a secret of his passion for rigid adherence to
rules—to the notion that good discipline instilled moral
\aY\backbone in individuals and society at large. In Barr’s

book Who Pushed Humpty Dumpty?, he noted:

| had a sense that there was to be a crisis of discipline.... To the
modern liberal mind, the word has an almost pornographic
sound. But discipline is necessary to freedom.... Though
discipline and freedom seem antithetical, each without the
other destroys itself.... In government, order without dissent



stagnates and rebellion without law makes chaos, and both are
despotic.

Barr had tense standoffs with Dalton parents who either
disagreed with his politics or took issue with his management
style or brusque personality. He could be peevish and small-
minded as he identified enemies, real or imagined. He could
also be impulsive, Semel remembered: “You would go into your
mailbox in the morning and there would be a directive. And at
p.m. there would be another memo telling you to put the ¥

original policy back in place.”

William Barr was still in high school as trouble started to swirl
around his father. Even though the elder Barr had supporters
on the Dalton board, it was apparent that the headmaster and
his antagonists had begun to take up their positions. And then
things started to get ugly.

On the day last June when William Barr was first threatened
with contempt of Congress charges—for his refusal to respond
to subpoenas related to the Mueller investigation—I phoned
Jonathan Friedan. He was in his car, driving across the
Chesapeake Bay. Friedan is an architectural engineer and a
senior partner in a major Philadelphia construction company, a
career that almost never came to pass.

Private schools in New York have never been democratic
s and for nearly a generation after, Y-s and ’s.citadels. In the’

elite institutions of higher learning routinely filled a
disproportionate share of slots with students from privileged,
competitive bastions like Dalton. And at no time was their
complicated favor system more apparent than during the
college application crunch, when the raised eyebrow of a
headmaster could sway the chances of even the most
promising student. In this environment, what happened to
Friedan—a straight-A class president with near-perfect college
board scores—was astonishing, even by New York standards.



Low-key and polite, Friedan was one of three siblings to go to
Dalton. “When my family first met Barr,” he told me, “he was
still running the Columbia program. My older brother, Daniel,
who is really brilliant”—he’s a physicist today—“was part of his
Columbia gifted science program.” When Daniel decided that
higher education did not necessarily suit him, Barr lured him to
Dalton to teach.

It was considered a coup for Barr when Betty Friedan, the
pioneering feminist, chose to send her other kids to Dalton.
Friedan’s seminal study of the housewives of America, The
Feminine Mystique, had recently set off a revolution among
middle-class women in America. Often on TV, she had a
confrontational style that some considered abrasive, but her
intellect was formidable.

Columbia students began what turned out to be a wave of
protests and the campus shut down. Friedan was sympathetic
to their cause. Part of a group of four Dalton friends who were
high achievers—and the school’s most committed activists—he
was adamant in his opposition to the Vietnam War, which
placed him in the crosshairs of the headmaster. These Dalton



students’ most vocal supporters were their parents, including
Betty Friedan, whose public personality grated on Barr.

One of the four friends was Steven Slon, later the class
valedictorian. Along with Jonathan Friedan and classmates
Marc Edelman and Dan Freedman, Slon helped mobilize many
Dalton students to political action. Their meetings typically took
rd Street; the four avplace at the Friedans’ town house on East

remain close friends.

Friedan, the most diplomatic of the group, was deputized to
negotiate with Barr. “Our first action came when we were
sophomores,” he remembered. “It was a sympathy high school
strike after Martin Luther King was killed and Columbia shut
down.” There were riots all over the city, including one in front
of Dalton. “Barr was furious,” recalled Edelman, “and he yelled
at Jonathan for disrespecting the school” by encouraging
impressionable kids to follow the lead of older college-age
rebels who were engaging in acts of civil disobedience. “There
were two issues which really sent him into orbit,” Edelman
continued. “The dress codes and the Vietham War.”

All through high school, the gang of four battled with Barr on
these and other issues. As riots continued to seethe at



Columbia and across the country, Dalton’s student activists
spoke out in support, sometimes joining the marchers.

In the fall of their senior year, the Vietnam War moratorium
was announced, a massive demonstration that was to be held
in Washington, D.C. At that very moment, seniors Friedan and

Slon were busy trying to meet their college application
deadlines—a fact that did not escape Barr’s attention. “Just as
everyone was going nuts around the country, so too were we,”
said Slon. “From the ninth grade, we were the group who was
anti-war. Barr opposed our going to demonstrations. Or having
time off. And was opposed to any leftist public display of anti-
war materials.”

On watching William Barr testify: “I thought, This man cares
deeply about his place in history. Billy has a score to settle.”

The year before, Barr had made it clear how livid he was about
the Columbia riots. His son William had been a freshman there,
and in a column for Vogue, the elder Barr decried the middle-
class students who “go to demonstrations by taxi,” dismissing
the protests of Columbia’s radical Students for a Democratic



Society and their opposition to a quasi-segregated gym the
university wanted to build in Harlem. Donald Barr expressed his
rage in print, noting that he was frightened of the anarchy and
the mob tactics of the New Left as well as their moves at
Columbia to try to stop ROTC funding from going to national
defense. “Parents,” he wrote in a McCall’s essay, “are directly
financing the New Left revolution and the drug cop-out, and
indirectly they are supporting the black militants.” At the height
of the Black Power movement, Barr came out against “the black
militants...who are tired of asking for a little share and are going
to take a big share of Whitey’s good life and education.”

Barr’s opposition to the chaos wrought by the protesters was
echoed by his son. “Our next-door neighbor in our building was
the acting president of Columbia,” William Barr would later tell

an acquaintance. “He tried to take a tough stand and came
under a lot of pressure from the attackers. | felt: If the leaders

we have got here.” That was his way of saying that | was pretty
terrible but at least | didn’t seem to be a big druggie.”

In November, Friedan and his friends took off for the Vietham
War moratorium, sleeping on church floors. When they came
back, Barr was uncharacteristically quiet. Their college
applications were in the mail. Friedan and Slon had assumed
that as A students with superior SATs, they would have their
choice of schools in the Ivy League. Their parents had been
under the same impression. But how naive could they have
been? It was a moment in America when colleges, worried
about campus unrest, carefully vetted applications for would-
be agitators. What’s more, Betty Friedan was a vocal member
of a group of Dalton parents who were trying to have Barr
dismissed.

In April, Jonathan Friedan, who had applied to eight schools,
was rejected from each and every one, including his safety
choices. Slon, the valedictorian, was admitted only to
Swarthmore and one of his safety schools. The Slons and the
Friedans immediately suspected Barr had sabotaged the boys’
applications, flagging their sons as agitators who had incited
their peers.



“I was in shock,” Friedan recalled. “And Barr immediately called
me into his office. He read me a glowing recommendation
letter. The first thing he said was, ‘It wasn’t me.” ” Had Barr felt
remorse? Did he worry about his own liability—or the
school’s—and therefore want to deflect possible legal action?
“My mother worried that it was her fault—that her big opinions
and personality had frightened the colleges. It was a traumatic
period. My parents were going through a divorce, and my
father wanted to sue Dalton.”

One of Friedan’s extracurricular activities had involved
organizing an antidrug program, affiliated with Columbia. That
summer, the university agreed to admit him, and though he
attended for two semesters, he dropped out, thrown off his
axis by what had happened to him at Dalton. He spent what he
called a few “wandering years” working as a carpenter and a
commercial fisherman in the Pacific Northwest. “It was a
blessing in a way,” he told me. “l was able to confront life
without the scrim of all the privilege | had grown up with.”

Later, Friedan went back to Columbia, where he finished his
engineering degree, but his mother was determined to find out
what happened. “A Harvard trustee somehow was able to

Years later, while working on a biography of Betty Friedan,
writer Judith Hennessee confronted Barr about his possible role
in her son’s college rejections. At first he denied it. Then he
admitted that, in fact, he had had some input that was
“laudatory.” Jonathan Friedan, looking back at the exchange
between Hennessee and Barr, felt that Barr was trying to
suggest that “it was Betty who had made all the trouble,
meddling in the admissions offices. But my mother? Calling
eight admissions offices? Out of the question.” Stories about
the alleged sabotage circulated within the Dalton community.
But by then, many of the parents, board members, and alumni
had had enough. The man who had brought such prestige and
robust innovation to Dalton had become insular, autocratic,
and tone-deaf to the competing needs of the stakeholders in
the school. It took Dalton parent Richard Ravitch—a real estate
titan who later became the head of the city’s transit
authority—to devise a strategy to get Barr out.



Ravitch, the head of the trustees, polled the parents and
teachers and discovered, he would tell me, “a pattern of
behavior that was troubling. | came on to run the board after
Barr had won the right to stay at the school by a single vote.
Many on the board resigned over it. The teachers hated him.
The parents disliked him.” Barr, at the time, was backed by at
least one influential trustee, a sympathetic litigator who
challenged the bylaws of the school, discovering a loophole
that allowed him a seat on the board. The mandate of the PTA
was taken away. There were legal maneuvers meant to call into
qguestion the very authority of the board. “This actually went to
court,” Ravitch recalled. “The head of the PTA was in favor of
Barr and they litigated: Did the PTA have the right to impeach
the PTA president? The courts said yes, they did.”

“There were frequent screaming matches at PTA meetings,”
Sarah Crichton said. “One night,” Semel recalled, “all of these
well-mannered parents were stomping their feet and pounding
the floor.”

Ravitch recounted the denouement. “I brought in the dean of
the Harvard School of Education and the head of Teachers
College to evaluate Barr. They came back and said that Barr was



not the right headmaster for Dalton.” It was a humiliating end

Barr, as part of an arrangement, announced his resignation; the
Dalton yearbook, playing nice, had this to say: “The whole of
Dalton owes a great debt to Donald Barr.... We are all greatly

saddened by his leaving.” Barr found a new job running
Hackley, a more conservative private school in Westchester
County. In an interview with the New York Times, he said, “Kids
up here are...better-natured and less bitchy.” It was a relief,
Barr insisted, to be liberated from the “ego display and radical
chic of private-school kids in Manhattan.”

William Barr was very much aware of the Dalton scandal; his
father’s concerted campaign to save his job was covered widely



in the Times and elsewhere. One can only speculate how much
this saga affected Bill Barr in later life—or helped solder his
father-son fealty.

Soon after Donald Barr left Dalton, he surprised many who
knew him by publishing Space Relations, an odd sci-fi novel
which imagined the kingdom of Kossar, a hellscape where
power, drugs, and boredom have turned the ruling caste into
vicious sexual predators. The hero, John Craig—“a rising young
Earth diplomat” who is captured and enslaved—eventually
triumphs, restoring virginity and monogamy to the colonized.

William Barr recently confided to an associate that he has never
read the book, even as he pointed out that it was part of his
father’s personality to be a renegade, often using earthy
phrases to provoke—such as “the sneeze of the genitals.”

Barr was also said to have noted that of all the lessons he
learned from his father, the most overriding one was the fierce
pride he took in being a contrarian. Barr would later tell one
colleague, “My father once said to me that we have been used
to being different and it doesn’t bother us at all. | have always
been in situations where | had no problem being politically



different. | don’t govern my life by polls or by what other
people think about what | do.”

Indeed. This, then, is the same Bill Barr who once argued that
President Johnson, not Congress, had the overriding authority
to determine the military course of America’s involvement in
the Vietnam War. Twenty years later, during the Iran-Contra
crisis that rocked Ronald Reagan’s second term, Barr, then a
White House policy adviser, voiced the view that administration
members should be granted pardons for their roles in the ill-
fated arms-for-hostages deal. As assistant attorney general and
then A.G. under George H.W. Bush, Barr pushed back against a
proposed independent probe of Bush insiders, earning the
epithet “Coverup-General” Barr.

, he wrote a voluminous memo, unsolicited, that Y- YAIn June

made the case that as chief executive, Donald Trump—if he had
not committed crimes—should not be investigated for
obstructing justice. (President Bill Clinton’s impeachment had
been warranted, in Barr’s estimation, because Clinton had
violated the law.) Then, after Trump appointed Barr as attorney
general, his stiff-arm summary of the Mueller Report was firm
and categorical—and consistent with his past stances. He cast



aside the nuanced findings of the special counsel and declared
that even if the Russian government had tampered with the
U.S. presidential election, the nation’s chief executive and his
team had basically been cleared of any complicity or
wrongdoing. And finally, Trump’s depiction of Barr and Rudy
Giuliani as his “personal envoys” (as described in the whistle-
blower’s account) appears to be the coup de grace: the
president characterizing his attorney general and personal
lawyer as conduits for foreign governments assisting Trump
against his political enemies.

For Barr’s schoolmate Garrick Beck, there is no question how
much Alfred Briggs—Horace Mann’s high school history
teacher—would have approved of Trump’s Justice Department,
which has seen defections of career federal lawyers who have
refused to serve at the whims of a truculent president who
publicly defies the rule of law, spews racists tropes, and
shatters judicial norms. It was Briggs, after all, who was known
to say, “We need more Roy Cohns in the world.” One statement
s bears repeating here. After a stint as Va4-of Barr’s from the

George H.W. Bush’s attorney general, Barr participated in the
Miller Center’s oral history of the administration. At one point,
he spoke eloquently about the president that he and his

esteemed prep schools were surprised to encounter a new
teacher who pushed the limits on the school’s strict dress code,
wandering the halls in a fur coat, gold chains and an open shirt
that exposed his chest.

The teacher, Jeffrey Epstein, would decades later face
allegations that he coerced and trafficked teenagers for sex. At
the Dalton School on the Upper East Side, some students saw
Mr. Epstein as an unusual and unsettling figure, willing to
violate the norms in his encounters with girls.

Eight former students who attended the prestigious school
during Mr. Epstein’s short tenure there said that his conduct
with teenage girls had left an impression that had lingered for



decades. One former student recalled him showing up at a
party where students were drinking, while most remembered
his persistent attention on the girls in hallways and classrooms.

“I can remember thinking at the time, ‘This is wrong,”” said
.YaY#Scott Spizer, who graduated from Dalton in

None of the female students who spoke to The New York Times
in recent days remembered Mr. Epstein making unwanted
physical contact with them, and he has not been accused of any
crimes related to his time at the school.

But a few students said they had been discomfited by a close
relationship he had with one of their female peers, a concern
that had escalated so much that one of them had raised the
issue then to a school administrator.

Dalton has long been known for its rigorous academics,
repeatedly ranking among the nation’s best private schools
while drawing the sons and daughters of New York titans of

finance, media and art. Among the alumni are the CNN



journalist Anderson Cooper, the actress Claire Danes and the
comedian Chevy Chase.

Mr. Epstein’s time at Dalton was brief, and an administrator
said it ended in a dismissal.

A school in turmoil

Like much of the rest of the country, the Dalton School in the
s was in the midst of a culture war.\av-

The school, which had been a progressive haven for the
children of artists and writers, was undergoing a shift under a
new headmaster. Donald Barr, the father of Attorney General

William Barr, came in as a disciplinarian focused on beefing up
the academics of the school, and on enforcing a strict code of
conduct.



In a school known for creativity, administrators had prohibited
denim jeans and “bizarre and eccentric costumes.” If Mr. Barr
caught students using marijuana, he would often send them to
therapy as a condition of staying in the school. He himself
described his leadership style as “by ukase,” using the Imperial
Russian term for an edict from the czar.

Staff members would sometimes turn students away from their
morning classes; girls for skirts that were too short, and boys
for hair that was too long.

Some students and parents balked at the constraints. Still, the
school continued to draw families of fame. Around the years of
Mr. Epstein’s tenure, records show the student roster included

Prudence Murdoch, the daughter of the media mogul Rupert
Murdoch; the fashion designer Jill Stuart; and several future
actresses, including Jennifer Grey, Tracy Pollan and Maggie
Wheeler.

While Mr. Barr was strict on the school culture, he made it a
point to hire teachers from unconventional backgrounds,

Lately, Jeffrey Epstein’s high-flying style has been drawing oohs
and aahs: the bachelor financier lives in New York’s largest
private residence, claims to take only billionaires as clients, and
flies celebrities including Bill Clinton and Kevin Spacey on his
Boeing VYV. But pierce his air of mystery and the picture
changes. Vicky Ward explores Epstein’s investment career, his
ties to retail magnate Leslie Wexner, and his complicated past.

On Manhattan’s Upper East Side, home to some of the most
expensive real estate on earth, exists the crown jewel of the
city’s residential town houses. With its \o-foot-high oak door,
huge arched windows, and nine floors, it sits on—or, rather,
commands—the block of V\st Street between Fifth and
Madison Avenues. Almost ludicrously out of proportion with its
four- and five-story neighbors, it seems more like an institution
than a house. This is perhaps not surprising—until Y4AQ it was
the Birch Wathen private school. Now it is said to be
Manhattan’s largest private residence.



Inside, amid the flurry of menservants attired in sober black
suits and pristine white gloves, you feel you have stumbled into
someone’s private Xanadu. This is no mere rich person’s home,

but a high-walled, eclectic, imperious fantasy that seems to

have no boundaries.

The entrance hall is decorated not with paintings but with row
upon row of individually framed eyeballs; these, the owner tells
people with relish, were imported from England, where they
were made for injured soldiers. Next comes a marble foyer,
which does have a painting, in the manner of Jean Dubuffet ...
but the host coyly refuses to tell visitors who painted it. In any
case, guests are like pygmies next to the nearby twice-life-size
sculpture of a naked African warrior.

Despite its eccentricity the house is curiously impersonal, the
statement of someone who wants to be known for the scale of
his possessions. Its occupant, financier Jeffrey Epstein, 0,
admits to friends that he likes it when people think of him this
way. A good-looking man, resembling Ralph Lauren, with thick
gray-white hair and a weathered face, he usually dresses in
jeans, knit shirts, and loafers. He tells people he bought the
house because he knew he “could never live anywhere bigger.”
He thinks 0),. - . square feet is an appropriately large space for
someone like himself, who deals mostly in large concepts—
especially large sums of money.



Guests are invited to lunch or dinner at the town house—
Epstein usually refers to the former as “tea,” since he likes to
eat bite-size morsels and drink copious quantities of Earl Grey.
(He does not touch alcohol or tobacco.) Tea is served in the
“leather room,” so called because of the cordovan-colored
fabric on the walls. The chairs are covered in a leopard print,
and on the wall hangs a huge, Oriental fantasy of a woman
holding an opium pipe and caressing a snarling lionskin. Under
her gaze, plates of finger sandwiches are delivered to Epstein
and guests by the menservants in white gloves.

Upstairs, to the right of a spiral staircase, is the “office,” an
enormous gallery spanning the width of the house. Strangely, it
holds no computer. Computers belong in the “computer room”

(a smaller room at the back of the house), Epstein has been
known to say. The office features a gilded desk (which Epstein
tells people belonged to banker J. P. Morgan), YAth-century
black lacquered Portuguese cabinets, and a nine-foot ebony
Steinway “D” grand. On the desk, a paperback copy of the
Marquis de Sade’s The Misfortunes of Virtue was recently
spotted. Covering the floor, Epstein has explained, “is the
largest Persian rug you’ll ever see in a private home—so big, it
must have come from a mosque.” Amid such splendor, much of
which reflects the work of the French decorator Alberto Pinto,
who has worked for Jacques Chirac and the royal families of
Jordan and Saudi Arabia, there is one particularly startling



oddity: a stuffed black poodle, standing atop the grand piano.
“No decorator would ever tell you to do that,” Epstein brags to
visitors. “But | want people to think what it means to stuff a
dog.” People can’t help but feel it’s Epstein’s way of saying that
he always has the last word.

In addition to the town house, Epstein lives in what is reputed
to be the largest private dwelling in New Mexico, on an S\A

n u

million, V,0 - --acre ranch which he named “Zorro.” “It makes
the town house look like a shack,” Epstein has said. He also
owns Little St. James, a V--acre island in the U.S. Virgin Islands,
where the main house is currently being renovated by Edward
Tuttle, a designer of the Amanresorts. There is also a $1,A
million house in Palm Beach, Florida, and a fleet of aircraft: a
Gulfstream |V, a helicopter, and a Boeing VYV, replete with
trading room, on which Epstein recently flew President Clinton,
actors Chris Tucker and Kevin Spacey, supermarket magnate
Ron Burkle, Lew Wasserman’s grandson, Casey Wasserman,
and a few others, on a mission to explore the problems of AIDS

and economic development in Africa.

Epstein is charming, but he doesn’t let the charm slip into his
eyes. They are steely and calculating, giving some hint at the
steady whir of machinery running behind them. “Let’s play
chess,” he said to me, after refusing to give an interview for this
article. “You be white. You get the first move.” It was an



appropriate metaphor for a man who seems to feel he can win
no matter what the advantage of the other side. His advantage
is that no one really seems to know him or his history
completely or what his arsenal actually consists of. He has
carefully engineered it so that he remains one of the few truly
baffling mysteries among New York’s moneyed world. People
know snippets, but few know the whole.

“He’s very enigmatic,” says Rosa Monckton, the former C.E.O.
of Tiffany & Co. in the U.K. and a close friend since the early
VaA- never reveals his hand.... He’s a classic iceberg. What you

see is not what you get.”

Even acquaintances sense a curious dichotomy: Yes, he lives
like a “modern maharaja,” as Leah Kleman, one of his art
dealers, puts it. Yet he is fastidiously, almost obsessively

private—he lists himself in the phone book under a
pseudonym. He rarely attends society gatherings or weddings
or funerals; he considers eating in restaurants like “eating on
the subway”—i.e., something he’d never do. There are many
women in his life, mostly young, but there is no one of them to
whom he has been able to commit. He describes his most
public companion of the last decade, Ghislaine Maxwell, ¢V, the
daughter of the late, disgraced media baron Robert Maxwell, as
simply his “best friend.” He says she is not on his payroll, but
she seems to organize much of his life—recently she was



making telephone inquiries to find a California-based yoga
instructor for him. (Epstein is still close to his two other long-
term girlfriends, Paula Heil Fisher, a former associate of his at
the brokerage firm Bear Stearns and now an opera producer,
and Eva Andersson Dubin, a doctor and onetime model. He tells
people that when a relationship is over the girlfriend “moves
up, not down,” to friendship status.)
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Some of the businessmen who dine with him at his home—they
include newspaper publisher Mort Zuckerman, banker Louis
Ranieri, Revlon chairman Ronald Perelman, real-estate tycoon
Leon Black, former Microsoft executive Nathan Myhrvold, Tom
Pritzker (of Hyatt Hotels), and real-estate personality Donald
Trump—sometimes seem not all that clear as to what he
actually does to earn his millions. Certainly, you won’t find
Epstein’s transactions written about on Bloomberg or talked
about in the trading rooms. “The trading desks don’t seem to
know him. It’s unusual for animals that big not to leave any
footprints in the snow,” says a high-level investment manager.

Unlike such fund managers as George Soros and Stanley
Druckenmiller, whose client lists and stock maneuverings act as
their calling cards, Epstein keeps all his deals and clients secret,

bar one client: billionaire Leslie Wexner, the respected
chairman of Limited Brands. Epstein insists that ever since he



left Bear Stearns in YAA) he has managed money only for
billionaires—who depend on him for discretion. “I was the only
person crazy enough, or arrogant enough, or misplaced
enough, to make my limit a billion dollars or more,” he tells
people freely. According to him, the flat fees he receives from
his clients, combined with his skill at playing the currency
markets “with very large sums of money,” have afforded him
the lifestyle he enjoys today.

Why do billionaires choose him as their trustee? Because the
problems of the mega-rich, he tells people, are different from
yours and mine, and his unique philosophy is central to
understanding those problems: “Very few people need any
more money when they have a billion dollars. The key is not to
have it do harm more than anything else.... You don’t want to
lose your money.”

He has likened his job to that of an architect—more specifically,
one who specializes in remodeling: “I always describe [a
billionaire] as someone who started out in a small home and as
he became wealthier had add-ons. He added on another
addition, he built a room over the garage ... until you have a
house that is usually a mess.... It’s a large house that has been
put together over time where no one could foretell the
financial future and their accompanying needs.”



He makes it sound as though his job combines the roles of real-
estate agent, accountant, lawyer, money manager, trustee, and
confidant. But, as with Jay Gatsby, myths and rumor swirl
around Epstein.
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Here are some of the hard facts about Epstein—ones that he
doesn’t mind people knowing: He grew up middle-class in
Brooklyn. His father worked for the city’s parks department. His
parents viewed education as “the way out” for him and his
younger brother, Mark, now working in real estate. Jeffrey
started to play the piano—for which he maintains a passion—at
five, and he went to Brooklyn’s Lafayette High School. He was
good at mathematics, and in his early Y -s he got a job teaching
physics and math at Dalton, the elite Manhattan private school.
While there he began tutoring the son of Bear Stearns
chairman Ace Greenberg and was friendly with a daughter of
Greenberg’s. Soon he went to Bear Stearns, where, under the
mentorship of both Greenberg and current Bear Stearns C.E.O.
James Cayne, he did well enough to become a limited partner—
a rung beneath full partner. He abruptly departed in YaA)
because, he has said, he wanted to run his own business.

Thereafter the details recede into shadow. A few of the handful
of current friends who have known him since the early YaA-s
recall that he used to tell them he was a “bounty hunter,”



recovering lost or stolen money for the government or for very
rich people. He has a license to carry a firearm. For the last 10
years, he’s been running his business, J. Epstein & Co.

Since Leslie Wexner appeared in his life—Epstein has said this
was in YAAT; others say it was in YAAQ, at the earliest—he has
gradually, in a way that has not generally made headlines,
come to be accepted by the Establishment. He’s a member of
various commissions and councils: he is on the Trilateral
Commission, the Council on Foreign Relations, and the Institute
of International Education.

His current fan club extends to Cayne, Henry Rosovsky, the
former dean of Harvard’s Faculty of Arts and Sciences, and
Larry Summers, Harvard’s current president. Harvard law
professor Alan Dershowitz says, “I’'m on my Y -th book.... The
only person outside of my immediate family that | send drafts
to is Jeffrey.” Real-estate developer and philanthropist Marshall
Rose, who has worked with Epstein on projects in New Albany,
Ohio, for Wexner, says, “He digests and decodes the
information very rapidly, which is to me terrific because we
have shorter meetings.”

Also on the list of admirers are former senator George Mitchell
and a gaggle of distinguished scientists, most of whom Epstein
has helped fund in recent years. They include Nobel Prize
winners Gerald Edelman and Murray Gell-Mann, and



mathematical biologist Martin Nowak. When these men
describe Epstein, they talk about “energy” and “curiosity,” as
well as a love for theoretical physics that they don’t ordinarily
find in laymen. Gell-Mann rather sweetly mentions that “there
are always pretty ladies around” when he goes to

dinner chez Epstein, and he’s under the impression that
Epstein’s clients include the Queen of England. Both Nowak and
Dershowitz were thrilled to find themselves shaking the hand of
a man named “Andrew” in Epstein’s house. “Andrew” turned
out to be Prince Andrew, who subsequently arranged to sit in
the back of Dershowitz’s law class.

Epstein gets annoyed when anyone suggests that Wexner
“made him.” “I had really rich clients before,” he has said. Yet
he does not deny that he and Wexner have a special
relationship. Epstein sees it as a partnership of equals. “People
have said it’s like we have one brain between two of us: each
has a side.”

“I think we both possess the skill of seeing patterns,” says
Wexner. “But Jeffrey sees patterns in politics and financial
markets, and | see patterns in lifestyle and fashion trends. My
skills are not in investment strategy, and, as everyone who
knows Jeffrey knows, his are not in fashion and design. We
frequently discuss world trends as each of us sees them.”



By the time Epstein met Wexner, the latter was a retail legend
who had built a SY billion empire—one that now includes
Victoria’s Secret, Express, and Bath & Body Works—from

So,- - - lent him by his aunt. “Wexner saw in Jeffrey the type of

person who had the potential to realize his [Jeffrey’s] dreams,”
says someone who has worked closely with both men. “He gave
Jeffrey the ball, and Jeffrey hit it out of the park.”

Wexner, through a trust, bought the town house in which
Epstein now lives for a reported $\Y,Y million in YAAQ. In Y44y,
Wexner married Abigail Koppel, a Y'\-year-old lawyer, and the
newlyweds relocated to Ohio; in Y447, Epstein moved into the
town house. Public documents suggest that the house is still
owned by the trust that bought it, but Epstein has said that he
now owns the house.

Wexner trusts Epstein so completely that he has assigned him
the power of fiduciary over all of his private trusts and
foundations, says a source close to Wexner. In Y44Y, Epstein
even persuaded Wexner to put him on the board of the Wexner
Foundation in place of Wexner’s ailing mother. Bella Wexner
recovered and demanded to be reinstated. Epstein has said
they settled by splitting the foundation in two.

Epstein does not care that he comes between family members.
In fact, he sees it as his job. He tells people, “l am there to
represent my client, and if my client needs protecting—



sometimes even from his own family—then it’s often better
that people hate me, not the client.”

“You’ve probably heard I’'m vicious in my representation of my
clients,” he tells people proudly; Leah Kleman describes his
haggling over art prices as something like a scene out of the
movie Mad Max: Beyond Thunderdome. Even a former mentor
says he’s seen “the dark side” of Epstein, and a Bear Stearns
source recalls a meeting in which Epstein chewed out a team
making a presentation for Wexner as being so brutal as to be
“irresponsible.”

One reporter, in fact, received three threats from Epstein while
preparing a piece. They were delivered in a jocular tone, but
the message was clear: There will be trouble for your family if |
don’t like the article.

On the other hand, Epstein is clearly very generous with
friends. Joe Pagano, an Aspen-based venture capitalist, who has
known Epstein since before his Bear Stearns days, can’t say
enough nice things: “I have a boy who's dyslexic, and Jeffrey’s
gotten close to him over the years.... Jeffrey got him into music.
He bought him his first piano. And then as he got to school he
had difficulty ... in studying ... so Jeffrey got him interested in
taking flying lessons.”

Rosa Monckton recalls Epstein telling her that her daughter,
Domenica, who suffers from Down syndrome, needed the sun,



and that Rosa should feel free to bring her to his house in Palm
Beach anytime.

Some friends remember that in the late A-s Epstein would offer
to upgrade the airline tickets of good friends by affixing first-
class stickers; the only problem was that the stickers turned out
to be unofficial. Sometimes the technique worked, but other
times it didn’t, and the unwitting recipients found themselves
exiled to coach. (Epstein has claimed that he paid for the
upgrades, and had no knowledge of the stickers.) Many of
those who benefited from Epstein’s largesse claim that his
generosity comes with no strings attached. “I never felt he
wanted anything from me in return,” says one old friend, who
received a first-class upgrade.

Epstein is known about town as a man who loves women—Ilots
of them, mostly young. Model types have been heard saying
they are full of gratitude to Epstein for flying them around, and
he is a familiar face to many of the Victoria’s Secret girls. One
young woman recalls being summoned by Ghislaine Maxwell to
a concert at Epstein’s town house, where the women seemed
to outnumber the men by far. “These were not women you’d
see at Upper East Side dinners,” the woman recalls. “Many
seemed foreign and dressed a little bizarrely.” This same guest
also attended a cocktail party thrown by Maxwell that Prince
Andrew attended, which was filled, she says, with young



Russian models. “Some of the guests were horrified,” the
woman says.

“He’s reckless,” says a former business associate, “and he’s
gotten more so. Money does that to you. He’s breaking the
oath he made to himself—that he would never do anything
that would expose him in the media. Right now, in the wake of
the publicity following his trip with Clinton, he must be in a very
difficult place.”

According to S.E.C. and other legal documents unearthed

by VANITY FAIR, Epstein may have good reason to keep his past
cloaked in secrecy: his real mentor, it might seem, was not
Leslie Wexner but Steven Jude Hoffenberg, 0V, who, for a few
months before the S.E.C. sued to freeze his assets in Y44Y, was
trying to buy the New York Post. He is currently incarcerated in
the Federal Medical Center in Devens, Massachusetts, serving a
Y.-year sentence for bilking investors out of more than Sfo-

million in one of the largest Ponzi schemes in American history.

When Epstein met Hoffenberg in London in the YaA-s, the
latter was the charismatic, audacious head of the Towers
Financial Corporation, a collection agency that was supposed to
buy debts that people owed to hospitals, banks, and phone
companies. But Hoffenberg began using company funds to pay
off earlier investors and service a lavish lifestyle that included a



mansion on Long Island, homes on Manhattan’s Sutton Place
and in Florida, and a fleet of cars and planes.

Hoffenberg and Epstein had much in common. Both were smart
and obsessed with making money. Both were from Brooklyn.
According to Hoffenberg, the two men were introduced by
Douglas Leese, a defense contractor. Epstein has said they were
introduced by John Mitchell, the late attorney general.

Epstein had been running International Assets Group Inc.
(I.A.G.), a consulting company, out of his apartment in the Solo
building on East 11th Street in New York. Though he has
claimed that he managed money for billionaires only, in a Y4AQ
deposition he testified that he spent A- percent of his time
assisting people recover stolen money from fraudulent brokers
and lawyers. He was also not above entering into risky, tax-
sheltered oil and gas deals with much smaller investors. A
lawsuit that Michael Stroll, the former head of Williams
Electronics Inc., filed against Epstein shows that in YAAY LLA.G.
received an investment from Stroll of S¢0-.,. - -, which Epstein
put into oil. In YAA¢ Stroll asked for his money back; four years
later he had received only $) -, - -. Stroll lost the suit, after
Epstein claimed in court, among other things, that the check for
0y-,... 0000000 0000000°0 000000 0000 000000.“00 000 00000

never exceeded four and a half million dollars,” Stroll has said.



Hoffenberg, says a close friend, “really liked Jeffrey.... Jeffrey
has a way of getting under your skin, and he was under
Hoffenberg’s.” Also appealing to Hoffenberg were Epstein’s
social connections; they included oil mogul Cece Wang (father
of the designer Vera) and Mohan Murjani, whose clothing
company grew into Gloria Vanderbilt Jeans. Epstein lived large
even then. One friend recalls that when he took Canadian
heiress Wendy Belzberg on a date he hired a Rolls-Royce
especially for the occasion. (Epstein has claimed he owned it.)

In YAAV, Hoffenberg, according to sources, set Epstein up in the
offices he still occupies in the Villard House, on Madison
Avenue, across a courtyard from the restaurant Le Cirque.
Hoffenberg hired his new protégé as a consultant at SYo,- - - a
month, and the relationship flourished. “They traveled
everywhere together—on Hoffenberg’s plane, all around the
world, they were always together,” says a source. Hoffenberg
has claimed that Epstein confided in him, saying, for example,
that he had left Bear Stearns in Y4A)\ after he was discovered
executing “illegal operations.”

Several of Epstein’s Bear Stearns contemporaries recall that
Epstein left the company very suddenly. Within the company
there were rumors also that he was involved in a technical
infringement, and it was thought that the executive committee
asked that he resign after his two supporters, Ace Greenberg



and Jimmy Cayne, were outnumbered. Greenberg says he can’t
recall this; Cayne denies it happened, and Epstein has denied it
as well. “Jeffrey Epstein left Bear Stearns of his own volition,”
says Cayne. “It was never suggested that he leave by any
member of management, and management never looked into
any improprieties by him. Jeffrey said specifically, ‘l don’t want
to work for anybody else. | want to work for myself.”” Yet, this
is not the story that Epstein told to the S.E.C. in Y4A) and to
lawyers in a Y4AQ deposition involving a civil business case in
Philadelphia.

In YAA) the S.E.C.”s Jonathan Harris and Robert Blackburn took
Epstein’s testimony and that of other Bear Stearns employees
in part of what became a protracted case about insider trading
around a tender offer placed on March ), YaA), by the
Seagram Company Ltd. for St. Joe Minerals Corp. Ultimately
several Italian and Swiss investors were found guilty, including
Italian financier Giuseppe Tome, who had used his relationship
with Seagram owner Edgar Bronfman Sr. to obtain information
about the tender offer.

After the tender offer was announced, the S.E.C. began
investigating trades involving St. Joe at Bear Stearns and other
firms. Epstein resigned from Bear Stearns on March \Y. The
S.E.C. was tipped off that Epstein had information on insider
trading at Bear Stearns, and it was therefore obliged to



qguestion him. In his S.E.C. testimony, given on April }, YAAY,
Epstein claimed that he had found “offensive” the way Bear
Stearns management had handled a disciplinary action
following its discovery that he had committed a possible “Reg
D” violation—evidently he had lent money to his closest friend.
(In the YAAQ deposition he said that he’d lent approximately
dv.,... 00 000000 0000000000, 00 000 00000, 0000 0o oooooo

could have been considered improper, although Epstein
claimed he had not realized this until afterward.
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According to Epstein, Bear Stearns management had
questioned him about the loan around March €. The
questioners, Epstein said, were Michael (Mickey) Tarnopol and
Alvin Einbender. In his YAA4 deposition Epstein recalled that the
partner who had made an “issue” of the matter was Marvin
Davidson. On March 9, Epstein said, he had met with Tarnopol
and Einbender again, and the two partners told him that the
executive committee had weighed the offense, together with
previous “carelessness” over expenses, and he would be fined
Oy.,n--.

“There was discussion whether, in fact, | had ever putin an
airline ticket for someone else and not myself and | said that it
was possible, ... since my secretary handles my expenses,”



Epstein told the S.E.C. In his Y4AAQ testimony he stated that the
“Reg D” incident had cost him a shot at partnership that year.

What the S.E.C. seemed to be especially interested in was
whether there was a connection between Epstein’s leaving and
the alleged insider trading in St. Joe Minerals by other people at
Bear Stearns:

Q: Sir, are you aware that certain rumors may have been
circulating around your firm in connection with your reasons
for leaving the firm?

A: I’'m aware that there were many rumors.

Q: What were the rumors you heard?

A: Nothing to do with St. Joe.

Q: Can you relate what you heard?

A: It was having to do with an illicit affair with a secretary.

Q: Have you heard any other rumors suggesting that you had
made a presentation or communication to the Executive
Committee concerning alleged improprieties by other members
or employees of Bear Stearns?

A: 1, in fact, have heard that rumor, but it’'s been from Mr.
Harris in our conversation last week.

Q: Have you heard it from anyone else?



A: No.
A little later the interview focuses on James Cayne:

Q: Did you ever hear while you were at Bear Stearns that Mr.
Cayne may have trader or insider information in connection
with St. Joe Minerals Corporation?

Q: Did Mr. Cayne ever have any conversation with you about St.
Joe Minerals?

Q: Did you happen to overhear any conversations between Mr.
Cayne and anyone else regarding St. Joe Minerals?

And still later in the questioning comes this exchange:

Q: Have you had any type of business dealings with Mr. Cayne?
A: There’s no relationship with Bear Stearns.

Q: Pardon?

A: Other than Bear Stearns, no.

Q: Have you been a participant in any type of business venture
with Mr. Cayne?

Q: Do you have any expectation of participating in any business
venture with Mr. Cayne?

Q: Have you had any business participations with Mr. Theram?

A: No; nor do | anticipate any.



Q: Mr. Epstein, did anyone at Bear Stearns tell you in words or
substance that you should not divulge anything about St. Joe
Minerals to the staff of the Securities and Exchange
Commission?

Q: Has anyone indicated to you in any way, either directly or
indirectly, in words or substance, that your compensation for
this past year or any future monies coming to you from Bear
Stearns will be contingent upon your not divulging information
to the Securities and Exchange Commission?

A: No.

Despite the circumstances of Epstein’s leaving, Bear Stearns
agreed to pay him his annual bonus—which he anticipated as
being approximately S\ - -, - ..

The S.E.C. never brought any charges against anyone at Bear
Stearns for insider trading in St. Joe, but its questioning seems
to indicate that it was skeptical of Epstein’s answers. Some
sources have wondered why, if he was such a big producer at
Bear Stearns, he would have given it up over a mere SY,0- -
fine.

Certainly the years after Epstein left the firm were not
obviously prosperous ones. His luck didn’t seem to change until
he met Hoffenberg.



One of Epstein’s first assignments for Hoffenberg was to
mastermind doomed bids to take over Pan American World
Airways in YAAV and Emery Air Freight Corp. in YAAA.
Hoffenberg claimed in a Y44Y hearing before a grand jury in
lllinois that Epstein came up with the idea of financing these
bids through Towers’s acquisition of two ailing lllinois insurance
companies, Associated Life and United Fire. “He was hired by us
to work on the securities side of the insurance companies and
Towers Financial, supposedly to make a profit for us and for the
companies,” Hoffenberg reportedly told the grand jury. He also
alleged that Epstein was the “technician,” executing the
schemes, although, having no broker’s license, he had to rely
on others to make the trades. Much of Hoffenberg’s
subsequent testimony in his criminal case has proven to be
false, and Epstein has claimed he was merely asked how the
bids could be accomplished and has said he had nothing to do
with the financing of them. Yet Richard Allen, the former
treasurer of United Fire, recalls seeing Epstein two or three
times at the company. He and another executive say they had
direct dealing with Epstein over the finances. And in his
deposition of YAA9q, Epstein stated that he was the one who

executed “all” Hoffenberg’s instructions to buy and sell the
stock. He called it “making the orders.” He could not recall

whether he had chosen the brokers used.



To win approval from the lllinois insurance regulators for
Towers’s acquisition of the companies, Hoffenberg promised to
inject SY million of new capital into them. In fact, in his grand-
jury testimony Hoffenberg claimed that he, his chief operating
officer, Mitchell Brater, and Epstein came up with a scheme to
steal SY million of the insurance companies’ bonds to buy Pan
Am and Emery stock. “Jeffrey Epstein and Mitch Brater
arranged the various brokerage accounts for the bonds to be
placed with in New York, and | think one in Chicago, Rodman &
Renshaw,” Hoffenberg reportedly said. Then, said Hoffenberg,
while making it appear as though they were investing the bonds
in much safer financial instruments, they used them as
collateral to buy the stock. “Epstein was the person in charge of
the transactions, and Mitchell Brater was assisting him with it in
coordination on behalf of the insurance companies’ money,”
Hoffenberg claimed at the time.

At one point, according to Hoffenberg, a broker forged the
documents necessary for a $),A million check to be written on
insurance-company funds. The check was used to buy more
stock in the takeover targets. Meanwhile, in order to throw the
insurance regulators off, the $),A million was reported as being
safely invested in a money-market account.

United Fire’s former chief financial officer Daniel Payton
confirms part of Hoffenberg’s account. He says he recalls



making one or two telephone calls to Epstein (at Hoffenberg’s
direction) about the missing bonds. “He said, ‘Oh, yeah, they
still exist.” But we found out later that he had sold those assets
... leveraged them ... [and] used some margin account to take
some positions in ... Emery and Pan Am,” says Payton.

Epstein’s extraordinary creativity was, according to Hoffenberg,
responsible for the purchase by the insurance companies of a
Oa-.,--. 0000, 0000 00 00000 0000.“0000000 0000000 0 oooog

scheme to purchase a So- -, - - - treasury bond that would not
be shown ... [as] margined or collateralized,” he reportedly
told the grand jury. “It looked like it was free and clear but it
actually wasn’t,” he said.

Epstein has denied he ever had any dealings with anyone from
the insurance companies. But Richard Allen says he recalls
talking to Epstein at Hoffenberg’s direction and telling him it
was urgent they retrieve the missing bonds for a state
examination. According to Allen, Epstein said, “We’ll get them
back.” He had “kind of a flippant attitude,” says Allen. “They
never came back.”

Epstein, according to Hoffenberg, also came up with a scheme
to manipulate the price of Emery Freight stock in an attempt to
minimize the losses that occurred when Hoffenberg’s bid went
wrong and the share price began to fall. This was alleged to
have involved multiple clients’ accounts controlled by Epstein.



Eventually, in Y49, insurance regulators in lllinois sued
Hoffenberg. He settled the case, and Epstein, who was only a
paid consultant, was never deposed or accused of any
wrongdoing. Barry Gross, the attorney who was handling the
suit for the regulators, says of Epstein, “He was very elusive.... It
was hard to really track him down. There were a substantial
number of checks for significant dollars that were paid to him, |
remember.... He was this character we never got a handle on.
Again we presumed that he was involved with the Pan Am and
Emery run that Hoffenberg made, but we never got a chance to
depose him.”

“From the government’s discovery in the main sentencing
against Hoffenberg it would seem the government was perhaps
a bit lazy,” says David Lewis, who represented Mitchell Brater.
“They went for what they knew they could get ... and that was
the fraudulent promissory notes [i.e., the much larger and
unrelated part of Hoffenberg’s fraud, based in New York
State].... What they couldn’t get, they didn’t bother with.”

Another lawyer involved in the criminal prosecution of
Hoffenberg says, “In a criminal investigation like that, when
there is a guilty plea, to be quick and dirty about it, discovery is
always incomplete.... They don’t have to line up witnesses; they



don’t have to learn every fact that might come out on cross-
examination.”

Epstein was involved with Hoffenberg in other questionable
transactions. Financial records show that in Y49AA Epstein
invested $),1 million in Riddell Sports Inc., a company that
manufactures football helmets. Among his co-investors were
the theater mogul Robert Nederlander and attorney Leonard
Toboroff. A source close to this transaction claims that Epstein
told Nederlander and Toboroff that he had raised his share of
the money from a Swiss banker, whose identity they could not
be allowed to know. But Hoffenberg has claimed the money
came from him, and Towers’s financial statements for that year
show a loan to Epstein of S¢- -, - .. (Epstein has said he can’t
remember the details and has disputed the accuracy of the
Towers financial reports.)

Around the same time, Nederlander and Toboroff let Epstein
come in with them on a scheme to make money out of
Pennwalt, a Pennsylvania chemical company. The plan was to
group together with two other parties to take a substantial
declared position in the stock. According to a source, Epstein
was supposed to help Nederlander and Toboroff raise S\ o
million. He seemed to fail to find other investors, say those
familiar with the deal. (Epstein has said he was merely an
investor.) He invested $) million, which he told his co-investors



was his own money. But in his YAA4 deposition he said that he
put in only SY- -, . - - of his own money. Where did the rest
come from? Hoffenberg has said it came from him, in a loan
that Nederlander and Toboroff didn’t know about.

Two things happened that alarmed Nederlander and Toboroff.
After the group signaled a possible takeover, the Pennwalt
management threatened to sue the would-be raiders. Epstein
was reluctant initially to give a deposition about his share of the
money, telling Toboroff there were “reasons” he didn’t want to.
Then, after the opportunity for new investors was closed, co-
investors recall Epstein announcing that he’d found one at last:
Dick Snyder, then C.E.O. of the publisher Simon & Schuster,
who wanted to put up approximately So- -,- - .. (Neither
Epstein nor Snyder can now recall the investment. Yet in the
YaAa 0000000000 0000000 0000 0000 00 0o0 00000oooo oooooa,

whom he had met socially, into the deal.)
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According to a source, Toboroff and Nederlander told Epstein
that Snyder was too late, but, without their realizing it,
Hoffenberg has claimed, Snyder wrote a check to Hoffenberg
and bought out some of his investment. But then Snyder
wanted out.

“Nederlander started to get these irate calls from [Snyder,] who
wasn’t part of the deal, saying he was owed all this money,”



says someone close to the deal. Toboroff and Nederlander
were baffled.

Eventually, a source close to Hoffenberg says, Hoffenberg paid
Snyder off.

Just as Nederlander and Toboroff were growing wary of
Epstein, he became increasingly involved with Leslie Wexner,
whom he had met through insurance executive Robert Meister
and his late wife. Epstein has told people that he met Wexner
in YAAT in Palm Beach, and that he won his confidence by
persuading him not to invest in the stock market, just as the
YaAY 00000 000 00000000000. 000 00000 000 00ooooooooog

changed. When asked if Wexner knew about his connection to
Hoffenberg, Epstein said that he began working for Wexner in
yaA4q, 000 0000 “00 000 D00DODCDOO 000 0oo 0oooo oooa.”

Wherever and whenever it was that Epstein and Wexner
actually met, there was an immediate and strong personal
chemistry. Wexner says he thinks Epstein is “very smart with a
combination of excellent judgment and unusually high
standards. Also, he is always a most loyal friend.”

Sources say Epstein proved that he could be useful to Wexner
as well, with “fresh” ideas about investments. “Wexner had a
couple of bad investments, and Jeffrey cleaned those up right

away,” says a former associate of Epstein’s.



Before he sighed on with Wexner, Epstein had several meetings
with Harold Levin, then head of Wexner Investments, in which
he enunciated ideas about currencies that Levin found
incomprehensible. “In fact,” says someone who used to work
very closely with Wexner, “almost everyone at the Limited
wondered who Epstein was; he literally came out of nowhere.”

“Everyone was mystified as to what his appeal was,” says
Robert Morosky, a former vice-chairman of the Limited.

Much of Epstein’s work is related to cleaning up, tightening
budgets, and efficiencies. One person who worked for Wexner
and who saw a contract drawn up between the two men says
Epstein is involved in “everything, not just a little here, a little
there. Everything!” In addition, he says, “Wexner likes having a
hatchet man.... Whenever there is dirty work to be done he’d
stick Jeffrey on it.... He has a reputation for being ruthless but
he gets the job done.”

Epstein has evidently been asked to fire personal-staff
members when needed. “He was that mysterious person that
everyone was scared to death of,” says a former employee.

Meanwhile, he is also less than popular with some people
outside Wexner’s company with whom he now deals. “He
‘inserted’” himself into the construction process of Leslie
Wexner’s yacht.... That resulted in litigation down the road
between Mr. Wexner and the shipyard that eventually built the



vessel,” says Lars Forsberg, a lawyer whose firm at the time,
Dickerson and Reily, was hired to deal with litigation stemming
from the construction of Wexner’s Limitless—at Y\ ¢ feet, one
of the largest private yachts in the world. Evidently, Epstein
stalled on paying Dickerson and Reily for its work. “It’s probably
once or twice in my legal career that I've had to sue a client for
payment of services that he’d requested and we’d performed ...
without issue on the performance,” says Forsberg. In the end
the matter was settled, but Epstein claims he now has no
recollection of it.

The incident is one of a number of disputes Epstein has become
embroiled in. Some are for sums so tiny as to be baffling; for
instance, Epstein sued investment adviser Herbert Glass, who
sold him the Palm Beach house in Y44, for $\Y,£¢¢—Epstein
claimed this was owed him for furnishings removed by Glass.

In YA9A the U.S. Attorney’s Office sued Epstein for illegally
subletting the former home of the deputy consul general of
Iran to attorney Ivan Fisher and others. Epstein paid $10,- - - a
month in rent to the State Department, but he charged Fisher
and his colleagues SY -, - - -. Though the exact terms of the
agreement are sealed, the court ruled against Epstein.

Wexner offers some insight into his friend’s combative style.
“Many times people confuse winning and losing,” Wexner says.
“Jeffrey has the unusual quality of knowing when he is winning.



Whether in conversations or negotiations, he always stands
back and lets the other person determine the style and manner
of the conversation or negotiation. And then he responds in
their style. Jeffrey sees it in chivalrous terms. He does not pick a
fight, but if there is a fight, he will let you choose your
weapon.”

One case is rather more serious. Currently, Citibank is suing
Epstein for defaulting on loans from its private-banking arm for
SY- million. Epstein claims that Citibank “fraudulently induced”

him into borrowing the money for investments. Citibank
disputes this charge.

The legal papers for another case offer a rare window into
Epstein’s finances. In 1440, Epstein stopped paying rent to his
landlord, the nonprofit Municipal Arts Society, for his office in

the Villard House. He claimed that they were breaking the

terms of the lease by not letting his staff in at night. The case
was eventually settled. However, one of the papers filed in this
dispute is Epstein’s financial statement for Y4AA, in which he
claimed to be worth SY - million. He listed that he owned SV
million in securities, S) million in cash, zero in residential
property (although he told sources that he had already bought
the home in Palm Beach), and $)\ million in other assets,
including his investment in Riddell. A co-investor in Riddell says:
“The company had been bought with a huge amount of debt,



and it wasn’t public, so it was meaningless to attach a figure
like that to it ... the price it cost was about $),Y million.” The co-
investors bought out Epstein’s share in Riddell in Y440 for
approximately SY million. At that time, when Epstein was
asked, as a routine matter, to sign a paper guaranteeing he had
access to a few million dollars in case of any subsequent
disputes over the sale price, Wexner signed for him. Epstein has
explained that this was because the co-investors wanted an
indemnity against being sued by Wexner. One of the investors
calls this “bullshit.”

Epstein’s appointment to the board of New York’s Rockefeller
University in Y- - - brought him into greater social prominence.
Boasting such social names as Nancy Kissinger, Brooke Astor,
and Robert Bass, the board also includes such pre-eminent
scientists as Nobel laureate Joseph Goldstein. “Epstein was
thrilled to be elected,” says someone who knows him.

After one term Epstein resigned. According to New

York magazine, this was because he didn’t like to wear a suit to
meetings. A spokesperson for the Rockefeller board says
Epstein left because he had insufficient time to commit; a
board member recalls that he was “arrogant” and “not a good
fit.” The spokesperson admits that it is “infrequent” for board
members not to be renominated after only one term.



Still, the recent spate of publicity Epstein has inspired does not
seem to have fazed him. In November he was spotted in the
front row of the Victoria’s Secret fashion show at New York’s
Lexington Avenue Armory; around the same time the usual
coterie of friends and beautiful women were whisked off to
Little St. James (which he tells people has been renamed Little
St. Jeff) for a long weekend.

Thanks to Epstein’s introductions, says Martin Nowak, the
biologist finds himself moving from Princeton to Harvard,
where he is assuming the joint position of professor of
mathematics and professor of biology. Epstein has pledged at
least SYo million to Harvard to create the Epstein Program for
Mathematical Biology and Evolutionary Dynamics, and Epstein
will have an office at the university. The program will be
dedicated to searching for nature’s algorithms, a pursuit that is
a specialty of Nowak’s. For Epstein this must be the summit of
everything he has worked toward: he has been seen proudly
displaying Harvard president Larry Summers’s letter of
commitment as if he can’t quite believe it is real. He says he
was reluctant to have his name attached to the program, but
Summers persuaded him. He rang his mentor Wexner about it,
and Wexner told him it was all right.

An insatiable, restless soul, always on the move, Epstein builds
a tremendous amount of downtime into his hectic work



schedule. Yet there is something almost programmed about his
relaxation: it’s as if even pleasure has to be measured in terms
of self-improvement. Nowak says that, when he goes to stay
with Epstein in the Caribbean, they’ll get up at six and, as the
sun rises, have three-hour conversations about theoretical
physics. “Then he’ll go off and do some work, re-appear, and
we’ll talk some more.”

Another person who went to the island with Epstein, Maxwell,
and several beautiful women remembers that the women “sat
around one night teasing him about the kinds of grasping
women who might want to date him.

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The shrouded body of Robert Maxwell was lowered today into
a rocky grave on the Mount of Olives, where Jews since biblical
times have found permanent rest.

His funeral, then burial, as the sun set purple and gold over
Jerusalem's imposing walls, was a remarkable farewell by Israel
to the powerful international publisher, who died on Tuesday
at A under circumstances that are still not fully clear.

The ceremonies were of a sort ordinarily reserved for eminent
Israeli leaders, not a foreign businessman who had drifted from
his Jewish roots until he rediscovered them. 'Mythological
Stature’

Yet for Mr. Maxwell, the country's political leadership turned
out in force, including Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir and
President Chaim Herzog, who eulogized the once-poor empire
builder as "a figure of almost mythological stature," one whose
life exemplified much of modern Jewish history.

A refugee from Czechoslovakia whose family was all but wiped
out by the Nazis, Mr. Maxwell was "self-made in the literal
sense of the phrase," Mr. Herzog said. The Israeli President

wore a black hat as he stood over the publisher's body, which
lay on a stretcher covered by a broad prayer shawl.

"He scaled the heights," Mr. Herzog continued, speaking both
in Hebrew and English. "Kings and nobles came to his door.



Many admired him. Many disliked him. But no one remained
indifferent to him."

Mr. Maxwell, who published The Daily News in New York, The
Daily Mirror of London and other newspapers and owned book
companies and other enterprises, was a British citizen and a
strong supporter of Israel. Charge of a Link to the Mossad

Yet his relationship with Israel had become a source of
contention just before he died, with an American author
suggesting in a new book that he had links with the Mossad,
Israel's secret service. Mr. Maxwell called the portrayal
"ludicrous, a total invention," and brought a libel action against
the writer, Seymour M. Hersh, who in turn filed a countersuit.

Today, speakers and other mourners praised the publisher's
contributions to Israel, many of which took place in the YaA.'s
and included business investments and assistance in making it

easier for Soviet Jews to come to this country. Mr. Herzog
singled out Mr. Maxwell's aid for "the security of our country."

There was no public mention of the Mossad controversy, either
in the spare convention center where Mr. Maxwell's body lay in
state or later at his burial in a grave purchased on the wind-
stroked Mount of Olives, where the world's oldest Jewish
cemetery sprawls across a slope.

After the publisher's body was recovered five days ago in
waters off the Canary Islands, where he had been sailing on his
yacht, the Spanish authorities said he had died from heart and

lung failure. But exactly how he ended up in the Atlantic
remains a mystery, and his wife, Elizabeth, before
accompanying Mr. Maxwell's body to Jerusalem, called the
autopsy report "totally provisional."

Mrs. Maxwell led family and friends in saying farewell today,
starting at Israel's main convention hall.

Hundreds of people turned out, a crowd as diverse as Mr.
Maxwell's life was complex. There were Cabinet ministers and
curiosity seekers. There were Hasidic rabbis from the
Lubavitcher movement as well as a former Archbishop of
Canterbury, Lord Coggan. There were Natan Sharansky, the
former Soviet Jewish dissident who now lives in Israel, and
Victor Louis, a Soviet journalist who often served as the
Communists' pipeline for official thinking.

One of Mr. Maxwell's sons, Philip, told the mourners that his
father "never forgot his Jewishness." 'Bob Maxwell, You Have
Arrived'

By some accounts, that was not fully accurate. Newspapers
here reported over the weekend that when Mr. Maxwell was
elected as a Labor Party member of the British Parliament in
\4¢¥, he objected to a mention of his Jewishness by The Jewish



Chronicle of Britain. He belonged to the Church of England, he
reportedly said then.

But in the end, he died a Jew, and was buried as one alongside
the thousands of other graves facing the walled Old City of
Jerusalem.

"Bob Maxwell, you have arrived where you really belong -- in
the land where everything started," said Health Minister Ehud
Olmert, a friend of the publisher and a political ally of Mr.
Shamir. Standing over the grave in a chill wind, Mr. Olmert
described how Mr. Maxwell had once talked about his rise to
power and had remarked, using the Yiddish word for the
segregated Jewish villages of Eastern Europe: "Not so bad for a
young Jewish boy from the shtetl."

"Indeed, Bob Maxwell," Mr. Olmert agreed today, "not bad at
all."

We're collecting the names of additional alleged Epstein associates revealed since this list was published
here.

Perhaps, at long last, a serial rapist and pedophile may be brought to justice, more than a dozen years
after he was first charged with crimes that have brutalized countless girls and women. But what won't
change is this: the cesspool of elites, many of them in New York, who allowed Jeffrey Epstein to flourish
with impunity. For decades, important, influential, “serious” people attended Epstein’s dinner parties,
rode his private jet, and furthered the fiction that he was some kind of genius hedge-fund billionaire.
How do we explain why they looked the other way, or flattered Epstein, even as they must have noticed
he was often in the company of a young harem? Easy: They got something in exchange from him,
whether it was a free ride on that airborne “Lolita Express,” some other form of monetary largesse,
entrée into the extravagant celebrity soirées he hosted at his townhouse, or, possibly and harrowingly, a
pound or two of female flesh.

If you watch Fox News, you will believe Bill Clinton was Epstein’s No. Y pal and enabler. If you watch
MSNBC, this scandal is usually all about Donald Trump. In fact, both presidents are guilty (at the very
least) of giving Epstein cover and credibility. There are so many unanswered questions about Epstein,
but one that looms over all of them is whether the bipartisan crowd who cleared a path for him will
cover its tracks before we can get answers — not just Clinton and Trump and all those who drank at
Epstein’s trough but also (among others) institutions like Harvard, Dalton, and the Council on Foreign
Relations, or lawyers like the New York prosecutor Cy Vance Jr., whose office tried to downgrade
Epstein’s sex-offender status; Kenneth Starr, who tried to pressure Republican Justice Department
officials to keep the Epstein case from ever being prosecuted; and Alan Dershowitz, who tried to
pressure the Pulitzer Prizes to shut out the Miami Herald for its epic investigative reporting that cracked
open the case anew.

In Y <)o, Gawker published Epstein’s “little black book,” which had surfaced in court proceedings after a
former employee took it from Epstein’s home around Y * + © and later tried to sell it. He said that the



book had been created by people who worked for Epstein and that it contained the names and phone
numbers of more than Y+ + victims, plus hundreds of social contacts. Along with the logs of Epstein’s
private plane, released in Y+ )°, the book paints a picture of a man deeply enmeshed in the highest
social circles.

Collectively, these documents constitute just a glance at the way society opened itself to Epstein in New
York, Hollywood, and Palm Beach. In the weeks since his arrest, we have learned even more about the
cliques he traveled in and the way they protected him. Though some observers have likened Epstein’s
enigmatic rise as a glamorous social magnet to that of Jay Gatsby, a more appropriate archetype may be
the fixer, sexual hedonist, and (ultimately disbarred) lawyer Roy Cohn. In the Y4V +s and early ’A+s, Cohn
was a favor broker for boldface chums as various as the top Democratic-machine politicians, the
mobster Carmine “Lilo” Galante, Nancy Reagan, the proprietors of Studio ¢¢, the Catholic Archdiocese
of New York, Andy Warhol, the publishers Rupert Murdoch and Si Newhouse, Dershowitz, and the
ambitious young real-estate developer Donald Trump.

This project is meant to catalogue how Epstein’s secure footing in elite spheres helped hide his crimes. It
includes influential names listed in his black book, people he flew, funded, and schmoozed, along with
others whose connections to him have drawn renewed attention. Certainly, not everyone cited here
knew of everything he was up to; Malcolm Gladwell told New York, “I don’t remember much except
being baffled as to who this Epstein guy was and why we were all on his plane.” Some said they never
met Epstein at all, or knew of him only through his ex-girlfriend and alleged accomplice, the socialite
Ghislaine Maxwell. Others backed away from him after the scandal. But all of the influential people
listed here were attached in some way to Epstein’s world. The sum of their names constitutes a more
concrete accounting of Epstein’s power than could any accounting of his disputed wealth. Consider this
a pointillist portrait of enablement that all too chillingly overlaps with a significant slice of the
Establishment.

Allen, Woody: Director.

Epstein kept a photo of his friend Allen, the sexual pariah, on his wall and was photographed walking
with him on the Upper East Side. They had more than a neighborhood in common. For years before his
relationship with Mia Farrow, Allen had carried on with a Y1-year-old girl he’d met at Elaine’s named



Babi Christina Engelhardt. In an interview with The Hollywood Reporter, she wondered if she was the
inspiration for Manhattan, Allen’s Y 4Y4 movie about a man in his £ s who dates a high-school student,
which was nominated for two Academy Awards. Engelhardt had sex with Allen more than )+ + times, she
says, sometimes with Farrow. “The whole thing was a game that was being operated solely by Woody so
we never quite knew where we stood,” she said. Engelhardt went on to become Epstein’s assistant.

Althorp, Charles: Princess Diana’s brother.

Epstein’s ex-girlfriend and her husband, billionaire hedge-funder Glenn Dubin, had Epstein over for
Thanksgiving dinner in Y+ + 3, telling his probation officer they were “) + + percent comfortable” with his
being around their teenage daughter, Insider reported. She also created a foundation so Epstein could
donate to her breast-cancer charity without attaching his name. “The Dubins are horrified by the new
allegations against Jeffrey Epstein,” they said in a statement. “Had they been aware of the vile and
unspeakable conduct described in these new allegations, they would have cut off all ties and certainly
never have allowed their children to be in his presence.”

Prince Andrew, The Duke of York: Looking for a friend.

Epstein and the second son of Queen Elizabeth Il have been friends for years and were introduced, it is
generally thought, by Brit Ghislaine Maxwell, Epstein’s former girlfriend and longtime aide-de-camp.
Epstein has entertained the prince at his townhouse, where he would toss aside regal formalities and
refer to him simply, and to English ears heretically, as “Andy.” Prince Andrew has had Epstein and
Maxwell to shooting parties at Sandringham House, the queen’s country retreat in Norfolk. Theirs is an
unusual alliance, given their stations — the born royal and the Brooklyn boy who made it big — but its



disparities may be part of the point. “Jeffrey had Andrew put on a pair of sweatpants for the first time in
his life,” a source told Vanity Fair about the two. “It was Jeffrey who taught Andrew how to relax.”

But their relationship, and their relaxing, took on darker shades as time went on. Andrew stood by
Epstein after his release from a ) Y-month prison sentence and was the star attraction at the party he
threw to reenter society. (Katie Couric and George Stephanopoulos also came.) The British press wrung
its hands with equal parts pain and glee when it was discovered that Sarah, the perennially indebted
Duchess of York — Fergie to her Weight Watchers fans — had accepted £)¢’+ + + from Epstein to pay off
one of her creditors, a deal brokered by her ex-husband, and that a former employee at Epstein’s Palm
Beach manse had alleged in a sworn deposition that the duke was a longtime guest, enjoying massages
and naked pool parties. (Prince Andrew denied ever attending, or any awareness of, naked pool parties.)
The ongoing affiliation with Epstein likely contributed to the end of Andrew’s duties as a U.K. trade
envoy. In Y+ 2, Virginia Roberts Giuffre alleged in a court filing that Andrew was one of the powerful
friends to whom Epstein lent her out for sex. Buckingham Palace issued a statement emphatically
denying the allegation. She hasn’t pressed her case further in court. But a photograph of the duke with
his arm around a V-year-old Roberts Giuffre, with Maxwell grinning beside them, didn’t help. —
Matthew Schneier

Barr
announced his resignation soon after, in February Y4V ¢: “He was disliked by the faculty, he was highly
controversial, he hadn’t raised much money, he was very conservative,” said the board’s chairman.
Barr’s leadership style was described as “authoritarian” and “undemocratic” at the time. Memorably,
several former students told the New York Times that Epstein was overly familiar with teenage girls at
the school. Donald’s son William would intersect with Epstein’s orbit while serving as a counsel at
Kirkland and Ellis in Y+ + 4.

What seems new, in flipping through the reams of society photos of perhaps the world’s most prolific
sexual predator that have been circulating over the past few weeks, is not the powerful and the
beautiful who surrounded Epstein, but the intellectuals — the Richard Dawkinses, the Daniel Dennetts,
the Steven Pinkers. All men, of course. But the group selfies probably shouldn’t have been a surprise —
documents of an age in which every millionaire doesn’t just fancy himself a philosopher-king but expects
to be treated as such, and every public intellectual wants to be seen as a kind of celebrity.

Cultural shifts like these require visionaries, networkers, salespeople. Brockman is one. A Warhol
Factory kid turned freelance philosopher of science turned literary agent to Dawkins and Dennett and
Pinker (and many others), in the Y4A+s he formed a casual salon of like-minded scientists and futurists
that came to be known as the Reality Club, a knock against the poststructuralism then dominant in the
academy. In the Y44 +s, he rebranded it as the Edge Foundation, an organization whose central event
was an annual online symposium devoted to a single, broad question. In Y+ * +, it was “What is today’s
most important underreported story?” In Y+ + 1, “What is your dangerous idea?”

Epstein was a regular contributor, and his plane — to judge from the photographs, at least — was an
especially appealing way for other contributors to get to ted. They could also catch Epstein at Harvard,
where so many of them taught and where he became so prolific a donor that one whole academic
program seemed to be run like his private Renaissance ateliers. Epstein had long described himself as a
“scientific philanthropist,” and in a press release put out by the Jeffrey Epstein VI Foundation
announcing its “substantial backing” of Edge, he called it “the world’s smartest think tank.”

Many in Brockman’s Edge community are, or were, inarguably significant figures in the American
intellectual Establishment: Freeman Dyson, Jared Diamond, Craig Venter, John Horgan, Paul Bloom (to
name a random but representative sample). They are also among the gods and heroes of the Trump-era
internet community of “freethinkers,” whom Eric Weinstein, the venture capitalist and regular Edge
contributor, memorably called “the intellectual dark web.” The name suggests a self-glamorizing style of
dangerous discourse, and as soon as the community was identified, it was criticized as revanchist, an
effort to reopen areas of intellectual inquiry — about innate differences between the races, say, or the
genders — now considered problematic, at a minimum. But to listen to the IDW warriors themselves —
talking about the “war on free speech” as though their universities had sent assassins their way rather
than tenured chairs — their crusade seems motivated just as much by a thin-skinned sense of their own
world-historical significance. They were special people, deserving of special acclaim and, of course,
special privileges.



Many contributions to Edge were plausibly the products of genuinely special minds. Epstein’s were not.
In Y+ +A, the year he went to jail for prostitution, the prompt was “What have you changed your mind
about?” Epstein replied, “The question presupposes a well defined ‘you’ and an implied ability that is
under ‘your’ control to change your ‘mind.” The ‘you’ | now believe is distributed amongst others (family
friends, in hierarchal structures), i.e. suicide bombers, believe their sacrifice is for the other parts of
their ‘you.’ The question carries with it an intention that | believe is out of one’s control. My mind
changed as a result of its interaction with its environment. Why? Because it is a part of it.”

“Jeffrey has the mind of a physicist,” the Harvard professor Martin Nowak has said, incredibly. But what
he really did have was the life of a very rich person — unable to see any world he felt unqualified to
enter and surrounded by too many people enamored with his money to ever hear the word no. —David

As soon as the Epstein news broke two weeks ago, the taunting and tallying began, suffocating in its
familiarity. First were the jeering reminders, as if we didn’t know it in our every molecule: It wasn’t just
Donald Trump who’d be ensnared in this stygian nightmare of underage sexual assault and trafficking of
girls, it was Bill Clinton, who’d been a friend and repeat flier on Epstein’s plane. Then came the numbers,
the attempts to quantify the nature of the Clinton-Epstein relationship. Clinton issued a statement
toting up four plane trips, one Epstein meeting in Clinton’s Harlem office, one visit to Epstein’s home,
and zero trips to his island. Meanwhile, reporters recalled that Gawker’s published flight logs had tallied
VY separate plane legs and that Epstein had more than Y+ numbers and email addresses for Clinton and
one signed photo of him in his home, along with one of Woody Allen and one of Mohammed bin
Salman, the Crown Prince of Saudi Arabia.

All of this was presented as if these numbers could clarify some exact science of guilt or complicity. The
reality is: Yes, Clinton was grimy and had grimy friends, and, more broadly, this is how powerful men
have behaved toward women and one another. Yes, we know it’s dirty and mean and exhausting and
true.

We know, of course, because the shadow of Clinton’s sexual history and his associations with other men
who have terrible legacies of sexually inappropriate-to-criminal behavior have for decades hung like a
greasy and unscrubbable film over the Democratic Party he once led. Clinton palled around not just with
Epstein but with Charlie Rose and Harvey Weinstein and Trump himself.



They hung out together and flew together and went to each other’s offices and visited each other’s
homes and appeared on each other’s TV shows and had each other’s phone numbers and attended each
other’s weddings and created a circle of money and protection. The prosecutorial and defensive math —
the haggling over flights and phone numbers — is just used to complicate this basic reality.

Those on the left have been going over how we’re supposed to feel about him for decades, but in the
arguing about it, we have been asked to focus again and again on Clinton and his dick and what he did or
didn’t do with it. The questions we’ve asked ourselves and one another have become defining.

Are we morally compromised in our defense of him or sexually uptight in our condemnation? Are we
shills for having not believed he should have resigned, or doing the bidding of a vindictive right wing if
we say that, in retrospect, he probably should have?

Meanwhile, how much energy and time have been spent circling round this man and how we’ve felt
about him, when in fact his behaviors were symptomatic of far broader and more damaging
assumptions about men, power, and access to — as Trump has so memorably voiced it — pussies?

After all, Clinton was elected president during a period that may turn out to be an aberration, just as the
kinds of dominating, sexually aggressive behaviors that had been norms for his West Wing predecessors
had become officially unacceptable, and Y ¢ years before those behaviors would again become a
presidential norm. So yes, Clinton got in trouble, yet still managed to sail out of office beloved by many,
his reputation as the Big Dog mostly only enhanced by revelations of his exploits.

But the election of Trump over Clinton’s wife, and the broad conversation around sexual assault and
harassment that has erupted in its wake, has recast his behavior more profoundly. The buffoonery, the
smallness and tantrums of Trump, has helped make clear what always should have been: that the out-
of-control behavior toward women by powerful men, the lack of self-control or amount of self-regard
that undergirded their reckless treatment of women, spoke not of virility or authority but of their
immaturity. And the people who have paid the biggest price for these men’s fixation on sex as a
measure of manhood have, of course, not been the men themselves.

In Clinton’s case, it has been Monica Lewinsky, whose life and name became defined by her relationship
to him. It has been his wife, Hillary, who, in addition to having been celebrated and pilloried for her
defense of her husband, also had to conduct one of her three historic presidential debates with women



who’d accused him of sexual misconduct sitting in the audience, invited there by her opponent as props
to unsettle and disempower her. It has been decades of left feminist women who have had Clinton’s
misdeeds thrown in our faces as proof of our own hypocrisy.

| try sometimes to imagine a contemporary Democratic Party without Bill Clinton in its recent past —
yes, of course, from a policy perspective, but also simply from a personal one. What if so much energy
had not been eaten up by his colleagues, by his wife, by feminists, by his supporters and friends and
critics, all of whom had to dance around him, explain their associations with him, or carefully lay out
their objections to him without coming off as frigid reactionaries?

What else might we have done with our politics had we not been worrying about Clinton and his grubby
buddies?

For around a decade, Dershowitz kept casual company with Epstein, who introduced him to his friends,
like Ghislaine Maxwell and Prince Andrew.

(Dershowitz says he and the prince ended up not getting along because they disagreed about Israel.)
Dershowitz visited Epstein’s mansions in New York and Palm Beach and occasionally accompanied him
on his private plane. He says these trips were family oriented. Once, Epstein lent him the Palm Beach
home so he could attend a granddaughter’s soccer tournament. Another time, he and his nephew flew
down to watch a space launch with another Epstein connection, a top NASA official. He and his wife,
Carolyn Cohen, once stayed with Epstein on his island in the Caribbean, where they were joined by
another Harvard professor and his family.

When Epstein first started to attract media attention in the early aughts, mainly because of his
friendship with former president Bill Clinton, Dershowitz served as a character witness for the reclusive
financier.

He told Vanity Fair that he shared manuscripts of his books with Epstein before they were published and
swore that his money was irrelevant. “l would be as interested in him as a friend if we had hamburgers
on the boardwalk in Coney Island and talked about his ideas,” he told the magazine.

But Dershowitz says their interactions changed in Y+ + ¢, when Epstein faced a local police investigation
into his relations with underage girls in Palm Beach and he hired Dershowitz as a lawyer. With his
assistance, Epstein was able to whittle down the state’s indictment against him to a single count of
soliciting prostitution. But in the years to come, as Epstein’s legal problems compounded, they would
eventually ensnare Dershowitz himself. He is also accused of having sex with two of Epstein’s alleged
victims. “The stories are so phantasmological,” Dershowitz says. He recognizes that the #MeToo
movement has surfaced countless accounts of preposterous-sounding sexual misbehavior by powerful
men and almost all of them have turned out to be true. But Dershowitz swears he is different. “Mine is



the only case, singular, the only one, where | never met the people,” he says. “There’s no evidence
we’ve ever met, no evidence we were ever in the same place at the same time, ever.”

Today, Dershowitz claims he and Epstein were never really even friends, despite their proximity. “He
was an acquaintance,” he says. “In retrospect, | wish | hadn’t taken the case, but | didn’t see a problem
with taking the case. We didn’t have a close personal relationship.” —Andrew Rice

At
Bear Stearns, Epstein made a name for himself in the “special-products division,” essentially figuring out
how to help the rich pay less taxes.

Greenberg’s protégé, James “Jimmy” Cayne, told New York in Y+ * Y. Cayne, who succeeded Greenberg
in Y44Y, seems to have become the closer party to Epstein, whose mysterious departure from the firm
he publicly defended decades after Epstein’s departure. “Jeffrey said specifically, ‘/l don’t want to work
for anybody else. | want to work for myself,’ ” Cayne insisted, despite transcripts from an SEC deposition
that suggest other concerns around them both. It’s easier to imagine Cayne, a cigar-chomping,
archetypal fat cat who was infamously off playing bridge when Bear Stearns collapsed in Y+ +A, as a
member of Epstein’s inner circle than his mentor, a folksy, bow-tie-wearing soul who referred to his
successor as “crude,” “full of himself,” and “warped” in a memoir published shortly before his death. At
the very least, it seems Cayne and Epstein were both capable of, ah, massaging the truth.

Haskell, Nikki: Socialite.

Epstein dated Haskell, one of Donald Trump’s closest friends. “Jeffrey didn’t talk about his past,
although he claimed to have been a concert pianist,” Haskell told the Daily Mail in Y44Y, “He told me he
was a spy hired by corporations to find major amounts of money which had been embezzled.”

Hawking, Stephen: Physicist.

In Y+ 7, the world’s most famous brain visited Little St. James, Epstein’s private island, which came to
be known as “Pedophile Island.” Hawking, who was in the Caribbean for a conference, was
photographed at a barbecue on the island and aboard a submarine for a tour. According to the
Telegraph, “Epstein is said to have paid for the submarine to be modified for Professor Hawking, who
had never been underwater before.”

Hoffenberg, Steven: A mentor and a con man.

Before Bernie Madoff, there was Hoffenberg, who in Y4A¢ pleaded guilty to cheating investors out of
$¢7+ million — at the time, the largest Ponzi scheme ever. He was sentenced to Y+ years in prison and,
after his release in Y+ Y, began sounding the alarm on Epstein, who had worked at Hoffenberg’s Towers
Financial Corporation after leaving Bear Stearns. He claimed that Epstein had been his co-conspirator in
the scheme and that Epstein’s fortune was built on Towers Financial’s fraud. “He was great at moving
money illegally,” Hoffenberg says. “He was the deeper architect to getting things accomplished.”



Hoffenberg claims he was introduced to Epstein by Douglas Leese, a mysterious British arms dealer, and
that he paid Epstein $Y¢’+ + + @ month as Towers Financial began making risky plays to take over
companies like Pan American World Airways and Emery Air Freight. Advisers on the Pan Am deal
included Richard Nixon’s attorney general John Mitchell, Nixon’s brother Edward, and John Lehman, a
former secretary of the Navy. The move fell apart after the Lockerbie bombing, and when Towers
Financial later went belly-up, Hoffenberg says, the two of them engineered a Ponzi scheme to fill the
hole.

“He has a magnificent personality,” Hoffenberg says. “He’s very easy to interact with, very social, very
easy to bond with, an unusually nice person. And he’s pretty dynamic on financial savvy. He could move
money in different areas to get the stock prices to go up and down.”

Hoffenberg still owes his victims some $) billion in restitution, and in Y+ ) he sued Epstein to recover
some of the money. (He eventually dropped the suit.) Last year, two victims brought a suit against
Epstein making the same claims as Hoffenberg but voluntarily dismissed the suit two months later.

“You’re about to see an entire story about this supposed billionaire and the story about his financial
empire, which is as big as the tragedy with the girls,” Hoffenberg says. “It’s billions of dollars, and it’s a
fiasco.” —James D. Walsh

In a world where most women still work for men, and where their jobs are overwhelmingly in the

Four women — Sarah Kellen, Nadia Marcinkova, Adriana Ross, and Lesley Groff — were identified in the
Y «+V Florida case against Epstein as possible co-conspirators, though none was charged.

Among public figures named in the black book are over Y+ + listings for “massages”: female names
divided by location and descriptors like “big-boned,” “red head,” or “speaks NO English.”

History is full of the self-serving enabling of men by women, ending with the Trump court but not
starting there. Was it money? Probably. The word is that Epstein paid his “executive assistants”

$Y . v+« ayear and let them order takeout from Le Cirque. When Groff had a baby, Epstein gave her a
Mercedes and paid for a full-time nanny. “There is no way | could lose Lesley to motherhood,” he told
the New York Times in Y+ + ¢ (for a front-page story on the indispensability of good help for Wall Street
tycoons).

Marcinkova, referred to in court documents as Epstein’s “sex slave,” hails from the former Yugoslavia;
Ross, a model, is from Poland. Kellen (who has since married a NASCAR driver) was a scheduler, making
sure that Epstein always had a slate full of girls, and it was she who sometimes walked the girls up the
stairs in the Florida mansion and laid the oils out on the massage table. Marcinkova would have sex with
the girls for Epstein’s viewing pleasure and sometimes all together. Groff booked travel, and Ross also
helped with the calendar. After the Miami Herald published its investigation in Y+ A, Epstein wired the
“possible co-conspirators” $Yo+’«++ and $) + +’+ + +, respectively, prosecutors say, to buy their silence.
Since then, none of them have been reached for comment. —Lisa Miller

His lawyers claim the fake ID was for the “personal protection” of “an affluent
member of the Jewish faith” traveling in the Middle East, but it could also point to one of his more
secretive income sources.

According to his former friend the journalist Jesse Kornbluth, in the mid-)A+s Epstein said he “worked
for governments to recover money looted by African dictators” and occasionally subcontracted to those
same autocrats to “help them hide their stolen money.” A source who spoke with journalist Vicky Ward
said one of Epstein’s clients was the late Saudi arms dealer Khashoggi, a middleman in the Iran-Contra
scandal who helped smuggle cash for the Marcos family out of the Philippines. In Y 4AA, Khashoggi was
arrested in Switzerland for concealing assets and later faced fraud and racketeering charges in the U.S.
(He was later acquitted.) That year, he sold his YAY-foot yacht to the Sultan of Brunei, who soon flipped
it to Donald Trump. —Matt Stieb

She was there at the socialites’ dos: Cornelia Guest’s holiday bash, Georgette Mosbacher’s party for the
writer Michael Gross. At real-estate mogul Aby Rosen’s birthday, at Harvey Weinstein’s cocktail party. At
film screenings and store openings and fashion shows, at Tina Brown’s home and Arianna Huffington’s
and the Time ) * + Gala. For years, though not lately, Maxwell was a constant on the New York social
scene in its most Upper East iteration. She was a friend of everyone, if an intimate of few.



Maxwell seemed to know many rich and powerful men — articles mention her dining with Bill Clinton,
photos show her partying with Elon Musk and deep in conversation with Stephen Schwarzman — but
her most durable connection has been with Epstein. She was, as he once put it, his “best friend.”
Maxwell, VY, has been accused in civil suits of serving as his procuress, luring women and girls into
Epstein’s web.

In court documents, Epstein’s accusers allege that Maxwell — who denies all and has never been
criminally charged — acted as a recruiter, an instructor, and in some cases a participant in the abuse he
practiced. Virginia Roberts Giuffre, who claims Maxwell recruited her on behalf of Epstein when Giuffre
was a ) 1-year-old spa attendant at Mar-a-Lago in Palm Beach, where Epstein has a home, said much of
her grooming came from Maxwell. “The training started immediately,” Giuffre said in a video interview
with the Miami Herald. “It was everything down to how to give a blow job, how to be quiet, be
subservient, give Jeffrey what he wants.”

“Every pretty girl in New York, in those days, Ghislaine would invite to Jeffrey’s,” said Euan Rellie, an
investment banker and social fixture who has known Maxwell for years and who, along with his wife, the
author and socialite Lucy Sykes, was a fellow guest at a dinner for Prince Andrew at Epstein’s townhouse
in the early aughts. Maxwell and Epstein had been attached, but she was “now an employee of his, as |
understood it,” Rellie said. “Her job was to jazz up his social life by getting fashionable young women to
show up.” He presumed the young women to be in their Y +s.

Tabloid reports on Maxwell claim she managed Epstein’s properties from his office on Madison Avenue,
which appeared in public records for many years as one of Maxwell’s addresses. Epstein, for his part,
said she wasn’t on the payroll, yet she did errands for him: hunted for a yoga teacher in California and
acted as intermediary when he wanted to give his friend the billionaire Les Wexner a family portrait
painted by Nelson Shanks.

She was said to be wickedly funny and unusually knowledgeable, glamorous, and, on top of that, British.
(“ think New Yorkers are charmed by that high-end English accent,” photographer Patrick McMullan
said.)

What’s more, she was exotic. She had explored the seas and could pilot a helicopter, or maybe a
submarine, one acquaintance thought — a MacGyver of the gala circuit.



Maxwell arrived in New York in the early ’4 +s, on the cusp of her Y th birthday. English-born and poshly
educated, she was the favorite daughter of Robert Maxwell, the English media mogul, whose holdings
included newspapers, notably the tabloid Daily Mirror in London, and the Macmillan publishing house in
the U.S. Ghislaine had founded a social club for women in London and worked for another of her
father’s papers, and, according to the New York Post, she came as his emissary to American society
when he bought the New York Daily News in Y44,

But that same year, Robert was found dead — by suicide, murder, or accident (the official inquest’s
ruling, though opinions vary) — in the Atlantic, off the Canary Islands. (He was last seen on the deck of
his yacht, the Lady Ghislaine.) Soon after, he was discovered to have plundered the pension funds of the
Mirror to shore up his floundering empire. Ghislaine was reported to have an income for life from a
family trust, but at £A+’« + « g year, it would hardly be enough to sustain a high-flying lifestyle.

The meet-cute of Epstein and Maxwell in New York is unclear, and neither has historically gone into any
great detail. By Y44Y, they were already linked, showing up at a Mar-a-Lago party with each other in
Palm Beach, where Trump and Epstein ogled women together in front of NBC cameras. Suffice it to say
they were romantically linked and then platonically linked. (Epstein told people his former paramours
move “up, not down,” to friend status.)

For a woman seen everywhere about town, she is curiously silent in the press, except where ocean
conservation is concerned. In Y+ * A, she hosted a cocktail party for the board of the nonprofit Oceana at
her townhouse on East 1°th Street. And by Y+ )Y, she had launched the TerraMar Project, a
conservation nonprofit of her own, of which, according to tax filings, she was president but from which
she drew no salary. She gave a ted Talk about its work and talked it up at the U.N. and in the press,
which credited TerraMar as her “brainchild.”

From the New York social world, she has vanished. “I have not seen her in a zillion years,” one
acquaintance said. The party photos dried up in Y+ Y1, Her 1oth Street townhouse was sold for just over
$)° million that year. Where is she now? One social-watcher guessed the islands; others think Europe.
She incorporated a company — Ellmax, a play on her name — in the U.K., and TerraMar’s last two years
of tax filings listed the address of an accounting firm near Boston. (An executive there declined to
provide any forwarding information.)



“She seemed like a woman who didn’t have any real job, didn’t have any real boyfriend, had lost her
dad,” Rellie said of his impressions of her when they’d met. “A woman adrift who was clinging on to
whatever she could find.” —Matthew Schneier

Pinker is one of the famous intellectuals most often linked to Epstein, but he says he flew on Epstein’s
private plane only once in Y« * ¥ and that he was involuntarily placed next to him for a picture at
Lawrence Krauss’s Origins Project’s annual conference in Y+ £: “If  had more wherewithal, | would not
have indulged my friend in sitting with him. Despite what various friends and colleagues all said about
what a genius he was, | found him tedious and distasteful. Even before | knew about the criminality, |
found it irritating to talk to him, all the more so because the reason he was in the conversation was
because he had given money to these various projects. He likes schmoozing with smart and intellectual
people, but he couldn’t really or had very little interest in exploring an issue. He’d wisecrack, change
subjects, or get bored after a few seconds. He’s a kibitzer more than a serious intellectual.”
Nevertheless, Pinker supplied some linguistic expertise that his friend Alan Dershowitz used to defend

He flew Pinto on his private plane, as he did other architects and designers
(Jean-Michel Gathy, Ricardo Legorreta, and Peter Marino are also listed in Epstein’s flight logs), and lived
like a modern pasha in rooms lavished with money that bought custom-tooled gold leather walls (at
least they were made to look like tooled-leather walls) and leopard-print upholstered armchairs in the
dining room that appear to be covered in silk velvet. It was exactly the sort of project Pinto relished,
flexing all the artisanal muscle that a designer of his stature can exercise when cushioning his client’s
home.

One woman was
described as “world’s most perfect assistant she used to work for Harvey Weinstein he’s lucky if he can
get her.” Another entry reads, “Jeffrey Epstein wants to talk to you before you call these two girls.” A
fourth woman shows up on the manifests of Epstein’s jet, including on Bill Clinton’s trip across Africa,
and wound up working at the Clinton Foundation. Two former staffers remember another Epstein
referral, a young woman not mentioned in the logs, who interned at the show. In all, Rose hired three
(“Jeffrey Epstein from time to time recommended various candidates for open positions at the Charlie
Rose Show,” Rose’s representative said in a statement, but said the ex-host only learned about Epstein’s
alleged abuse years later, when he pleaded guilty in Florida). When | called one of these women
recently, she was stunned to learn she was one of many women Epstein recommended for the job. “I
was being offered up for abuse,” said the woman, who was YY at the time she worked for Rose. It
helped her understand not only how her boss Rose — whom in Y+V she would accuse, along with Y¢
other adult women, of sexual harassment — had treated her, but also how the rest of the staff had seen
her. And it helped her understand a grim version of networking among powerful men. —Irin Carmon

At least a certain kind of accomplished person, no
matter, frankly, how they went about getting there (who was she to judge?). Known for her movie
premieres and other guest-list-driven social events, she bragged that she “ruined the Hamptons” to

Publicity-party invites are an amoral game, driven by status and FOMO. Like everyone, she worked with
Harvey Weinstein when he was an Oscar machine, the toast of the town. So you can’t blame Siegal for



including someone who already knew all the boldface power people. In Y+ +A, in the teeth of the
accusations against Epstein, he was spotted by a New York party reporter, “unshaven, smiling that
feline-monkey grin,” at the Siegal-engineered screening of the HBO film Bernard and Doris at the Time
Warner Center. But after prison, apparently Epstein needed her more than ever: In a Times story on
how Manhattan’s A-list refused to shun him, Siegal in particular was willing to help him (for free,
apparently), “using her gate-keeping powers to usher Mr. Epstein, a friend, into screenings and events.”
In Y <)+, she threw a dinner party at his Upper East Side townhouse for Prince Andrew, Katie Couric,
George Stephanopoulos, Charlie Rose, and Woody Allen. She and Epstein might have had other reasons
to get along: Siegal, who has just turned VY, is a self-invention as well, without a particularly pedigreed
background. Also notable is the fact that, as she told Vanity Fairin Y+ Y, “my favorite way to travel” to
Cannes is “on a friend’s G° from Teterboro to Nice.” —Carl Swanson

His obsessive pursuit of President Clinton made him a folk hero on the right, representing the
defense of traditional sexual virtue and the notion that it was under assault by Bill Clinton and the liberal
elite. His special-prosecutor exploits propelled him to the presidency of the conservative Baptist Baylor
University. During his tenure, the football program engaged in a horrific pattern of sexual abuse that led
to the dismissal of the football coach and the removal of Starr after an investigation found “actions by
University administrators that directly discouraged some complainants from reporting or participating in
student conduct processes.”

It is perhaps coincidental, but Starr has tracked the broader conversion of the religious right from sexual
shaming to sexual shamelessness. In an era when Donald Trump has exposed the hollowness of so many
values conservatives allegedly hold dear, it is fitting that this Zelig of right-wing sexual hypocrisy has
made yet another cameo. —Jonathan Chait

In another frame, he smiles
with self-satisfaction as a crowd of women chants his name. Surrounded by a group of cheerleaders
about to pose for a picture, he reaches around the waist of one and pulls her sharply in to him, then
briskly cups her behind in a businesslike, joyless fashion while she reaches for her hair to maintain
smiling composure. It’s as if he thinks it’s his vaguely grim duty, as an American man playing the
campiest possible version of swinging billionaire bachelor, to grab the closest available body part.

And most telling is his sideline locker-room talk with Epstein, whom the camera catches entering the
party, greeted warmly by Trump. Like teenagers, they stand at the edges of the dance floor, pointing out
the women they like, laughing at private jokes about them, rating them as hot. Here, there is joy. You
see in this moment two outer-borough boys who have successfully crashed the Manhattan
Establishment, who have boorishly, clumsily used money to get everything they want — but whose
desires have never moved beyond an adolescent vision of the world, of women, of men, of the good life,
of who merits consideration and who can be used.

In middle age, Trump had enough self-control to understand that his worst instincts were best received
by men who were an awful lot like him. Now, as an old man — the oldest teenager ever — Trump has
lost even that filter. He’s turned the whole country into his bunga-bunga party, made a Mar-a-Lago of
the world stage, and divided us into Epsteins and cheerleaders — either co-conspirators who love the
license his immaturity grants or else disposable collateral damage. —Noreen Malone

In October Y- \¢, when a new book about Jeffrey Epstein came out, he bought \v

copies. A few months after that, he picked up six books about narcissism.

And in Y-\9, in Epstein’s last weeks of freedom, he made his final purchases for

his Kindle: a guide to raising children, though he wasn’t known to have any, The
Annotated Lolita and Nietzsche’s The Birth of Tragedy.

Epstein has been one of the most scrutinized figures in contemporary America,
and his crimes among the more notorious. Just this week, a congressional
committee released a trove of documents from Epstein’s estate, which shows him
saying President Donald Trump “knew about the girls”—a claim Trump has
repeatedly denied—and hobnobbing with powerful figures from politics,
academia and the media. Even so, much about Epstein’s life and success remains
an enigma.

But a separate cache of more than \A,- - - emails obtained by Bloomberg News

offers another window into the mind of a sex offender who federal officials say
harmed as many as \,- - - people.

Epstein, a university dropout, was an avid reader with eclectic tastes—or at least
a voracious purchaser of books, according to receipts from Amazon that were
sent to his private Yahoo account. The purchases don’t reveal all. He may have
given some books to others, and anyone who’s ever bought a book knows it
doesn’t necessarily get read. But they illuminate some of what interested him:
genes, Vatican conspiracy, Woody Allen, negotiation, Trump, high modernism,
middlebrow erotica and why we love the people who hurt us.

This timeline examines the books Epstein bought in the final decade of his life. It
begins in September Y- -V, around the time he signed his notorious non-

prosecution agreement—an arrangement that closed a federal investigation in
exchange for his guilty plea to state charges in Florida—and ends in Y- 14, just

weeks before his death in a jail cell in New York.

The receipts reflect purchases of physical books and Kindle titles which are
presented in this list. It excludes other media such as audiobooks and video. To
compile it, Bloomberg searched the inbox for messages from Amazon.com,
filtered for book and Kindle orders, and used a mix of programmatic parsing and
manual verification to confirm each entry. The result is not a comprehensive
accounting of every book Jeffrey Epstein purchased on Amazon or elsewhere. In
some cases, especially where exact ordering information is not available,
shipment confirmations are used instead.



In some instances, book titles were truncated and incomplete in Epstein’s email
messages. Bloomberg omitted the books where reporters could not be certain of
the book title.

Book covers reflect the current images displayed on Amazon’s website for each
title in the format it was purchased (Kindle or physical book). For a few books, the
cover designs, titles or available formats have changed in the years since Epstein
originally bought them. Four of the titles are no longer sold on Amazon, so
Bloomberg sourced images of suitable resolution from alternative sources.
